PERCENTAGE FOR 2015

WHEREAS, The Personal Property Tax Relief Act of 1998, Virginia Code
858.1-3523, et seq. (“PPTRA”), has been substantially modified by the enactment
of Chapter 1 of the Acts of Assembly, 2004 Special Session | (Senate Bill 5005),
and the provisions of Item 503 of Chapter 951 of the 2005 Acts of Assembly (the
2005 revisions to the 2004-06 Appropriations Act, hereinafter cited as the “2005
Appropriations Act”); and

WHEREAS, These legislative enactments required the County of
Montgomery, Virginia, to take affirmative steps to implement these changes and
to provide for the computation and allocation of relief provided pursuant to the
PPTRA as revised; and

WHEREAS, These legislative enactments provide for the appropriation to
the County of Montgomery, Virginia, commencing in 2006, of a fixed sum to be
used exclusively for the provision of tax relief to owners of qualifying personal
use vehicles that are subject to the personal property tax (“PPT”) on such vehicles
and provide the opportunity for the County of Montgomery, Virginia, to fashion a
program of tax relief that serves the best interest of its citizenry; and
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WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors adopted an ordinance to implement
the changes to PPTRA affected by legislation adopted during the 2004 Special
Session | and the 2005 Regular Session of the General Assembly of Virginia on
November 28, 2005.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors
of the County of Montgomery, Virginia, that the rate of 100% of relief shall be
applied to each qualifying vehicle valued at $1,000 or less and that the rate of
43.81% shall be applied to the first $20,000 in value of each qualifying vehicle
with a value above $1,000. Those rates of relief are estimated to exhaust PPTRA
relief funds available to the County of Montgomery, Virginia, by the
Commonwealth of Virginia for Tax Year 2015.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, That any amount of PPTRA relief not
used within the County of Montgomery’s Fiscal Year shall be carried forward and
used to increase the funds available for personal property tax relief in the
following Fiscal Year.

ISSUE/PURPOSE: Establish personal property tax relief percentage.

JUSTIFICATION: Each year, the County establishes a tax relief
percentage based on the amount of state funding
proportional to the tax levy on qualifying motor
vehicles. Last year, the relief percentage was
44.65%. This year, the total personal property
value is more than the prior year. Therefore, the
relief percentage has decreased to 43.81%.

An ordinance amending Chapter 10, entitled Zoning of the Code of the County of Montgomery, Virginia,
by amending Sections10-21(3), 10-22 (3), 10-23(3), 10-24(3), 10-25(3), 10-26(3), 10-27(3), 10-28(3),
10-29(3), 10-30 (3), 10-31 (3), 10-32(5)(i)(b)(3), 10-32.1(6)(3), 10-33(3), 10-34(3), 10-35(3) and 10-
36(3) respectively by allowing public use, public facility as defined under section 10-61 as a by right use
in all of the County zoning districts.

During our meeting on July 15, 2015, the Planning Commission held a public hearing and reviewed the
proposed ordinance amendment described above.

At the hearing no public spoke in favor or against the proposed amendment. Commission members
discussed public facilities that are specifically defined in the ordinance and the districts in which they are
allowed. Further discussion was held regarding the potential public uses and whether they should be
permitted by right or by special use permit in residential and agricultural zoning districts. The Commission
asked staff to provide additional information for them to make an informed recommendation to the Board
of Supervisors.

At our meeting on August 12, staff provided the Commission an overview of the existing public uses in the
ordinance by district and updated text which identified public uses as by-right in non-residential districts
and by SUP in residential districts.

Upon a motion duly seconded and carried by a vote of 8 to 0 (Rice absent), the Planning Commission
recommended approving the ordinance amendment allowing public use, public facility as defined under
section 10-61 by right in non-residential districts and by special use permit in residential districts as shown
on the attached ordinance.

The County Attorney reported a friendly boundary line adjustment with the Town of
Christiansburg is needed in order to place a small parcel of land owned by Montgomery County
located in the town limits into the County. This parcel is located near the Animal Sheter. A
survey is being conducted on the property and a boundary line adjustment agreement between
the County and the Town of Christiansburg is being drafted. A public hearing will be scheduled
in the near future.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The County Administrator reported on the following items:
- Aribbon cutting was held May 4, 2015 for Polymer Industrial expansion.

- Hubbell Lighting announced a $6 million expansion at their Christiansburg Plant that will
create 100 new jobs.

- The Roanoke-Blacksburg Technology Communities (RBTC) TechNite was held May 8,
2015. TechNite is an awards ceremony recognizing areas business in six
categories: Rising Star, Entrepreneur, Regional Leadership, Innovation, Educator and
People's Choice.
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- Mountain Valley Pipeline: FERC held a scoping meeting on May 5, 2015 regarding the
proposed Mountain Valley Pipeline (MVP). Several Board members attended.
Representatives from MVP will be present at the Board of Supervisors meeting on May
26, 2015.

BOARD MEMBERS’ REPORTS

Supervisor Biggs attended the FERC scoping meeting. She also attended the Fur Feast
fundraising event hosted by the Friends of Animal Control and Care.

Supervisor Biggs thanked fellow Board members for supporting the new animal shelter. She
stated a new shelter has been needed for a long time and she can’t believe it is finally happening.

Supervisor Biggs requested a resolution of commemoration be prepared for Henry Jablonski,
former member of the Board of Supervisors, who recently passed away. Supervisors Biggs
stated Mr. Jablonski was a huge asset to the Montgomery Museum.

Virginia Association of Counties (VACo0) Region 10 Directors will have a joint meeting with
Region 11 in Rocky Mount on May 18, 2015. Supervisors Biggs and Perkins plan to attend.

Supervisor Tuck agreed with Supervisor Biggs on a resolution of commemoration for Henry
Jablonski.

FERC Scoping Meeting: Supervisor Tuck reported he also attended the FERC meeting
regarding the proposed Mountain Valley Pipeline and has numerous concerns. He asked if the
Board would reconsider placing a resolution on the agenda to support a route that would impact
the least amount of citizens.

Supervisor Creed reported that Cinnabar Road needs to be added to the list of roads for trash
pickup. He asked staff to check with the Sheriff to see if the inmates are still picking up trash on
county roads.

Shawsville Elementary School Property — Supervisor Creed asked for the status of demolishing
the SES building. The County Administrator reported that the building is being checked for
asbestos and then Purchasing will issue a request for proposals to demolish the building.

Supervisor King expressed his appreciation to the County Administrator, Economic
Development Director, and the Town of Christiansburg, for all their hard work on the Hubbell
Lighting project. He wanted to point out that it was not just a State effort but also a local effort
as well.
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Supervisor Brown attended the FERC scoping meeting on the proposed Mountain Valley
Pipeline. He commented that he was not impressed with the FERC representatives during the
course of the meeting. There were 100-120 people signed up to speak and approximately 60
people spoke. It took the representatives 30 minutes to go over the rules, which in his opinion
was valuable time that citizens could have spoken. He stated there are numerous questions that
need to be answered regarding the compressor station that is proposed to be located in
Montgomery County.

National Police Officer Memorial Event will be held on May 18, 2015 at the Government
Center to honor all fallen police officers.

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BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE COUNTY OF MONTGOMERY AND THE TOWN OF CHRISTIANSBURG

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this___ day of September 2015, by and
between the County of Montgomery, Virginia (“the County”) a County of the Commonwealth
of Virginia and the Town of Christiansburg, Virginia (“the Town”) a municipal corporation of
the Commonwealth of Virginia, (collectively referred to as “Owner”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the County and Town hereunto have entered into negotiations regarding a
voluntary change of the boundary line between the Town and the unincorporated portion of the
County for the purpose of removing from the Town approximately 12.117 acres located on the
Northeast boundary of the Town and the unincorporated area of the County adjacent to
Cinnabar Road and the U.S. Route 460 By-Pass as show on the attached Plat entitled
“Boundary Adjustment Survey for Montgomery County, Situated in Town of Christiansburg,
Virginia”, dated 19 AUG 2015 (“the Boundary Adjustment Plat”); and

WHEREAS, the removal of the 12.117 acres from the Town into the unincorporated
area of County will not adversely affect the ability of the County and/or the Town to meet the
needs of its residents; and

WHEREAS, there are no citizens residing or conducting business within the area
proposed to be removed from the Town in to the unincorporated area of the County’s; and

WHEREAS, the County intends to construct a new animal shelter on a portion of the
area subject to this proposed boundary adjustment that is located adjacent to County owned
property located outside the Town in the unincorporated area of the County.

WHEREAS, by removing 12.117 acres from the incorporated boundary of the Town

enables the County to comply with one set of regulatory processes when constructing the new





animal shelter because the shelter will not be partially located in the Town and in the
unincorporated area of the County and it clarifies the Town/County boundary for emergency
services in the area along the U.S. Route 460 By-Pass.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants herein
contained, the parties agree as follows:

1. The County and Town agree that a new boundary line shall be established between
the County and the Town by removing approximately 12.117 acres from the Town incorporated
boundary to the unincorporated area of the County. The area to be removed from the Town
incorporated boundary into the unincorporated area of the County is shown more particularly
upon a plat entitled “Boundary Adjustment Survey For Montgomery County Situated in the
Town of Christiansburg, Virginia”, dated 19 AUG 2015, prepared by Charles H. Forbes, IV,
L.S., for Thompson & Litton, a copy of which plat is attached hereto as Exhibit A and made a
part of this Boundary Adjustment Agreement.

2. The County agrees to be responsible for the County’s and the Town’s expenses for
the notices of the public hearings required to be held by the Town Council and by the County
Board of Supervisors for the consideration of this Agreement.

3. The County and Town agree that the 12.117 acres shall remain in the Christiansburg
water and sewer services area.

4. Pursuant to Section 15.2-3108 of the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended, the Town
and the County shall promptly petition the Circuit Court of Montgomery County to have this
common boundary line changed as agreed herein.

5. The County and Town agree to perform any and all requirements of Section 15.2-
3107 of the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended, which may be necessary to accomplish the

agreed upon boundary change.





6. The new Town incorporation boundary line shall become effective once a final
order has been entered by the Circuit Court of Montgomery County or other Court on final
appeal.

e Return Medicaid reimbursed funds ($301,692) to Medicaid line for the 2015 —16 School
Operating Budget. These funds were unanticipated and received too late to plan for spending
in FY 2014/15.

¢ STEM Grant ($2,000) was received in late June 2015 from Montgomery County Educational
Foundation and will go into the Career Technical Education budget line for the 2015-16 School
Operating Budget.

e Provide a one-time bonus of 3.2% ($221,169) for 330 employees who did not receive an
increase in pay from the step increase. This includes employees at the top of the scale and
employees at the bottom of the scale who did not qualify to receive Board approve step
increases.

e Conduct a thorough compensation/market study for support personnel salary schedules at a
cost of $32,000.

¢ Reserve 2 teacher units at a cost of $63,800 each for growth in enroliment or other pressing
needs of the division. Total cost for the two teacher unit is $127,600.

® Place AEDs in Schools at a cost $18,468. As part of feedback from PTA presidents group, an AED
for each elementary school and one additional to replace our oldest model in service in a
secondary school. AED simulators have already been purchased for use in our 9th grade health
classes. This will be year one of all students receiving CPR/1st Aid training. This results in all
schools having an AED.

¢ Continue Security Grant Match of $25,000. The security grant has a 25% local match, with a
maximum grant award of $100,000. [n the prior year, MCPS received the maximum grant
amount of $100,000.






Provide an additional $19,306 toward the purchase of 2 buses. The Board of Supervisors
approved additional funds of $156,249, which was used to increase the bus purchase in the
base operating budget to a total of $176,987. The Board of Supervisors has an additional
$153,707 in their proposed year end spending plan for buses. The additional $19,306 brings
the total bus allocation to $350,000, two in the operating budget and 2 in the carry over
budget.

Purchase additional buses and related equipment for $170,000. On a 15 year replacement
cycle, MCPS should be replacing buses at a rate of approximately 8 per year. This additional
amount will allow for the purchase of 8 buses, 4 funded in the operating budget and 4 funded
with carry over, in the current fiscal year. We are still behind on the bus replacement cycle,
however, this year and last year made huge strides towards the replacement cycle. The
average life cycle of a bus is 12 years; however, we have some buses still in use that have
reached the 15 year mark. The average miles a bus incurs per year is 11,050.

Provide an additional $250,000 for the Roofs and Maintenance Plan. This is the amount
unfunded in the operating budget for the roof maintenance plan. The Board of Supervisors
funded this plan in 2013, 2014; they did not fund it in 2015 and do not plan to fund it for 2016.

Restore $40,000 to Field Trip budget. Since FY 2009-10 the field trip allocation has been
reduced by $51,327. However, a portion of this was restored using one-time funds in FY 2014-
15. A portion was also included in the base budget for FY 15-16. This amount will make up the
difference with one time funds,

Replacement of two technology fleet vehicles is necessary for the aging fleet. The cost is
$40,000 to replace two fleet vehicles. Current vehicles scheduled to be replaced are two vans,
one with 168,466 miles and the other has 160,177 miles. These vans are model years 1997 and
1996, respectively. The vans are still being used, but are worn out and parts are very hard to
find. ltis not practical to put a lot of money into these vehicles, so when the engine fails, it will
need to be replaced. In fiscal year 2010-2011, $85,000 from year end carryover was used to
purchase four vehicles, two each for the maintenance and technology departments. In
addition, four vans were purchased for use by the special education department in 2011 with
stimulus funds. In fiscal years 2014, one vehicle was purchased with regular operating budget
funds. in fiscal year 2015, two trip vehicles were purchased with regular operating budget
funds.

Purchase software and enhancements at a cost of $30,000, to use in maximizing efficiencies of
the MUNIS system. Software includes job application upload, sub finder and leave reporting,
and budget forecasting. These are enhancements needed by the school system and are not
part of the County MUNIS conversion. Therefore the County does not plan to fund this’
software.

Restore a portion of Supply Budget in the amount of $102,250. The schools supply budget in
fiscal year 14-15 was cut by approximately $336,000. This amount will restore approximately
30% of the previous year’s cut. Approximately $900,000 total has been cut from supplies.






e Add $151,189 to provide additional technology to support classroom instruction.

* Provide $600,000 towards Capital Expenditures. These funds will allow for projects from the
capital maintenance list to be completed.
