SUBJ: Request by Robert & Charlotte Apgar (Agent: JMB Investment Company LLC) to rezone a total of
1.492 acres with approximately 0.21 acres from General Business (GB) to Agricultural (A1) and 1.28 acres
from General Business (GB) to General Business (GB), with revised proffered conditions, to allow a retail
establishment. The property is located at the Northwestern intersection of Green Hill Lane (Rte.
834) and Roanoke Rd (Rte. 11/460); identified as a portion of Tax Parcel No. 47-A-32, (Parcel No.
000839) in the Shawsville Magisterial District (District C). The property currently lies in an area designated as
Village Expansion in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan and further described as Planned Light
Industrial/Commercial within the Lafayette Route 11/460 Corridor Plan.

During our meeting on December 9" the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the applicant’s request for
rezoning a total of 1.492 acres with approximately 0.21 acres from General Business (GB) to Agricultural (A1) and
1.28 acres from General Business (GB) to General Business (GB), with revised proffered conditions, to allow a retail
establishment. Commissioners felt the proposed use was consistent with the Montgomery County 2025
Comprehensive Plan as well as the Elliston Lafayette Village Plan, and that the proposed rezoning meets the
goals and objectives of the future land use for this area.

There were no speakers from the public during the hearing.

Commission members discussed the proposed shared use path, median improvements, and the benefit of the
proposed Dollar General to the residents in the area.

Upon a motion, duly seconded and carried by a 9-0 vote, the Planning Commission voted to recommend approval of
the application to the Board of Supervisors with the following revised proffered conditions:

1) The property shall be developed in general conformance with the conceptual plan by Hurt & Proffitt dated
11/30/2015 and on file in the office of Montgomery County Planning & GIS.

2) The site will be developed to be served by Montgomery County PSA for water and shall be on a private
septic system until such time as a connection to PSA sewer is feasible.

3) A monument sign will be installed.
4) A wooden dumpster screen, or similar, will be provided.

5) A combination of wood screening and landscaping will be used on the north property boundary abutting
Mr. Apgar’s residence and along the west property boundary abutting the Moores Chapel property.





Landscaping per the Zoning Ordinance requirements will be utilized along the other two property
boundaries.

6) A varying width, 10" maximum, asphalt shared use path, and associated landscaping, consistent with the
Village Transportation Links Plan and the Lafayette Route 11/460 Corridor Plan will be installed from the
pavement edge of Green Hill Lane along the south property line paralleling Route 460 to the western
boundary line, inside a dedicated public easement.

7) Architectural elevations are proffered per the attached design labeled A02 Elevations/Exterior Finish
Schedule and dated 7/20/15.

8) The property will be subdivided along the zoning line based on the zoning for this application.

9) A new left turn lane on route 11/460 NBL, and a median realignment with Green Hill Lane, will be
constructed as part of the project in accordance with VDOT Road and Bridge Standards and Specifications,
to provide safer vehicular access to Green Hill Lane, not only for the proposed business but also the
adjoining land owners. The turn lane and median realignment will be constructed or a surety covering the
cost of the construction will be issued to the County or VDOT prior to a certificate of occupancy being
issued.

l. NATURE OF REQUEST

The applicants, Robert & Charlotte Apgar (Agent: JMB Investment Company, LLC, are requesting
rezoning a total of 1.492 acres with approximately 0.22 acres from General Business (GB) to Agricultural
(A1) and 1.28 acres from General Business (GB) to General Business (GB), with revised proffered
conditions, to allow a retail establishment.

. LOCATION

The subject property is located at the Northwestern intersection of Green Hill Lane (Rte. 834) and
Roanoke Rd (Rte. 11/460); identified as a portion of Tax Parcel No. 47-A-32, (Parcel No. 000839) in
the Shawsville Magisterial District (District C). The properties directly adjoining the applicant’s parcel to
the north, west and south are currently zoned Agricultural A-1 and consist of a church and single family
residence. The properties located to the east are zoned General Business (GB) and are operated as an
automobile service and repair center (see attached zoning and aerial map).

111. BACKGROUND

In 2002, 1.492 acres of the 7.121 acre parcel was rezoned from Agricultural (A1) to General Business
(GB) with proffered conditions limiting the use to automotive light truck sales, service, rental and repair
only. A special use permit for that use was also obtained; however, it is considered void due to inactivity
for a period of two (2) years or more. Currently the area of property zoned GB is vacant and remains
undeveloped.

IMPACTS

The impacts associated with rezoning the property are discussed below. The proposed use of the

property, if the rezoning application is granted, is to allow the development of a retail establishment. The
existing General Business (GB) designation has proffers limiting the development to automobile repair and
sales. There is a portion of the property currently zoned GB that is not included in the contract to purchase
and is proposed to be rezoned to the Agricultural (A1) district to be consistent with the remaining property.

V.

Transportation

The applicant has conducted a traffic study and after communication with VDOT has proposed the
entrance to the site to be located at the rear of the property to meet VDOT access management
requirements. Although it was not required, the developer has proffered to install a new left turn lane on
Route 11/460 NBL and realign the median with Green Hill Lane in order to provide safer vehicular access
for the business and adjoining land owners.

VDOT, Planning staff, and the applicant have been working together extensively in regards to a
potential shared access, entrance locations, and the development of the proffered shared use path.
Official comments from VDOT are expected to be available at the public hearing.

The design of the entrance and road improvements will be reviewed and approved through VDOT.
Infrastructure

Bob Fronk, PSA Director, issued a letter on August 7, 2015 stating the property does have
access to public water and sewer service can be made available; however, a sewer main extension
would be required and would require the installation of a septic tank to discharge into the system.
Connection to the sewer is not required; therefore, the applicant has proposed a private septic
system and drain field will be installed on the property. Plans for the public water connection will be
reviewed and permitted through site plan process, ensuring that the infrastructure meets the PSA’s
requirements for connection.

Schools
This development has no immediate impact to Montgomery County Public Schools.
Environment
The subject property does not lie within a FEMA designated flood zone and is not located in an area

known for shrink swell soils.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The subject property is in an area designated “Village Expansion” in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan

and further described as “Medium Density Residential” within the Elliston/Lafayette Village Plan.
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According to section PLU 1.6.3 of the Montgomery County Comprehensive Plan:

Village Expansion Areas are intended to provide an alternative to Scattered rural
residential development and to provide an opportunity to enhance the vitality of existing
villages by providing for compatible expansions of residential and employment uses.
Village expansion areas are adjacent to existing villages where appropriate new
development can be accommodated while retaining the viability and character of the
historic village core. ... A mix of appropriately scaled residential, non-residential and
community uses are anticipated in Village Expansion Areas.

In 2012, the future land use map for the Village of Elliston/Lafayette was updated and incorporated
in the Route 11/460 Corridor Plan. This plan designates the site for Planned Light Industrial/Commercial
development and outlines the below concepts for new development:

o Provide opportunities to concentrate employment to keep working population in the
village/region

o A combination of light industry, warehousing and office uses, screened from adjacent areas

o Typical uses might include light manufacturing, research facilities, flex space, business parks
and nonresidential planned developments.

e Buffered from surrounding development by transitional uses or landscaped areas that shield
the view of structures, loading docks, or outdoor storage

o Development should be oriented away from sensitive natural resources, such as flooaplains
and ponds to minimize the environmental impacts of new development.

o Vehicular, bicycle, and pedestrian links should extend into the surrounding development

While the Corridor Plan states that parking areas should be located to the rear of the property when
possible, it should be noted the original proposal included two (2) rows of parking in the front of the building.
Since the application was received, the plan has undergone revisions and depicts one (1) row of parking
along the corridor. The developer has indicated to staff the parking cannot be relocated to the rear due to
the loading area necessary for truck deliveries and the potential for a future shared access.

The applicant has prepared a concept plan that shows growth in an area where it can be supported
by infrastructure improvements, and the existing zoning supports commercial use; however, is limited to
automobile sales and service. The developer has proffered to provide a public easement with shared use
path in front of the property along the Route 11/460 corridor to begin the provision of bicycle/pedestrian
links and has proffered to realign the median for enhanced vehicular access. The concept plan shows the
dumpster area to be screened from view and the loading area is to the rear of the property. In addition a
combination of landscaping and wooden fence (or similar) have been proffered along the boundary lines
abutting the church property and the Agricultural (Al) district.

The proposal appears consistent with the Planning and Land Use chapter of the Montgomery County
2025 Comprehensive Plan as well as the Elliston/Lafayette Village Plan and accompanying Route 11/460
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Corridor Plan. As proposed, this development meets the goals and objectives of the future land use for this
area and does qualify for consideration of rezoning.

VI.

ANALYSIS

The subject parcel qualifies for rezoning with revised proffers per 10-28 of the Montgomery County

Code. The proposed rezoning is a logical approach given the surrounding land uses and existing zoning
as conditional General Business.

The proposed zoning changes will not present a significant change in land use compared to the

existing surrounding community uses; however, will require approval of the proposed entrance and road
improvements by VDOT.

Proffers have been developed to ensure the development will incorporate the policies of the

Elliston/Lafayette Village Plan and mitigate impacts to the adjoining landowners.

VII.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning of 0.22 acres from General Business (GB) to

Agricultural (A-1) and 1.28 acres from General Business (GB) to General Business (GB) with the following
revised proffered conditions:

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN JUSTIFICATION

The property described in the rezoning application is a proposed 1.28 acre tract and is part of
Tax Map ID#047-A-32 consisting of 7.121 acres. This parcel is currently owned by Robert
and Charlotte Apgar and is under contract with JMB Investment Company LLC. The parcel is
currently vacant land with Moore’s Chapel, Zoned Al, to its southwest and three parcels to
the East across Green Hill Lane all zoned GB.

Currently, 65,000 square feet of the front of the 7.121 acre parcel are zoned GB; however, the
only approved uses are automotive, light truck sales, service, rental and repair. This
application requests that 1.28 acres of the property (as shown on the concept plan) be rezoned
entirely to General Business to allow for a Dollar General store. This store will be 9,100
square feet and would create approximately 8 to 10 new jobs for the area.

The property resides in the Elliston/Lafayette Village area (designated for village expansion)
and the requested zoning change to GB is consistent with the Montgomery County
Comprehensive Plan and the Elliston/Lafayette Village Plan which designates this area as
planned light industrial/commercial.

. LOCATION

The subject property is located at 480 Cinnabar Rd; identified as tax map nos. 67-A-234, 67-A-
161A (Parcel No. 035206, 034291) in the Central Montgomery District (District B). The properties directly
adjoining the applicant’s parcel to the west and south are currently zoned Agricultural A-1 and consist of
a variety of public uses and vacant property. The properties located to the north are zoned General
Business (GB) and Multi-family Residential (RM-1) and consist of a variety of uses including a church,
tractor sales, etc.

111. BACKGROUND

In 2001, the 4.208 acre parcel was rezoned from Agricultural (A1) to Manufacturing Light (ML) with
proffered conditions; however, has remained undeveloped and has been acquired by Montgomery County
Board of Supervisors and will be used for a portion of the new animal care and adoption center. The 0.67
acre parcel, also included in this request, was previously zoned 12 in the Town of Christiansburg. This
November a boundary line agreement was finalized with the Town of Christiansburg and the parcel is now
located in Montgomery County. According to County Code, any parcel becoming part of the County due
to a boundary adjustment with a neighboring jurisdiction is automatically zoned Conservation (C1).

V. IMPACTS

Given the proposed use of the property is the same with the rezoning request, impacts are very
limited.

Transportation

VDOT has reviewed the proposed plans for the animal care and adoption center and has issued
approval (see attached letter dated November 23, 2015) with the condition that a Land Use Permit be
obtained once a contractor for the project is selected.

Infrastructure

Public water and sewer is available and will be provided by the Town of Christiansburg per the
agreement with the PSA.

Schools
This development would not impact the Montgomery County Public Schools.
Environment
The subject property does not lie within a FEMA designated flood zone and is located in an area known

for shrink swell soils. Soil tests will be required by the Building Inspection Department prior to construction.

V. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The subject property is in an area designated “Rural” and “Urban Expansion” in the 2025
Comprehensive Plan.

According to section PLU 1.4.3 (Rural Communities) of the Montgomery County Comprehensive Plan:
The County does encourage the maintenance, enhancement and where appropriate, the
expansion of existing community facilities that serve a regional need.

Section PLU 1.8.5 of the Comprehensive Plan states:
Urban Expansion Areas will be the primary focus for public facility investments occurring
outside the towns, the City, or the Villages. Urban Expansion Areas will be the preferred
location for new community facilities that cannot be located in towns, the City, or the
Villages.

The proposal appears consistent with the Planning and Land Use chapter of the Montgomery County
2025 Comprehensive Plan. Rezoning to Agricultural will preserve the rural area and both designations
support the expansion/replacement of the existing public facilities. As proposed, this development meets
the goals and objectives of the future land use for this area and does qualify for consideration of rezoning.

VI. ANALYSIS

The subject parcel qualifies for rezoning per 10-21 of the Montgomery County Code. The proposed
rezoning is a logical approach given the surrounding land uses.

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BE IT ORDAINED, By the Board of Supervisors of the County of
Montgomery, Virginia, that Chapter 2, entitled Administration of the Code of the
County of Montgomery, Virginia, shall be amended and reordained by adding
Section 2-32.1 as follows:

Sec. 2-32.1 Personal Property Tax on Motor Vehicles, Trailers and Boats —
Proration

(a) There shall be a tangible personal property tax at the rate established each
year by the Board of Supervisors on motor vehicles, trailers, semi-trailers and
boats (“taxable property”’) which have a situs within the County on January
First of each year and which acquire a situs within the County on or after
January Second, 2016 and all years thereafter. When taxable property
acquires a situs within the County on or after January Second, the personal
property tax for that year shall be prorated on a monthly basis. When taxable
property with situs in the County is transferred to a new Owner, personal
property tax will be assessed to the new Owner prorated on a monthly basis.
When taxable property with a situs in the County is transferred to a new
Owner, personal property tax will be assessed to the new Owner prorated on a
monthly basis for the portion of the tax year during which the new owner
owns the taxable property. For purposes of proration, a period of more than
one-half (¥2) of a month shall be counted as a full month and a period of less
than one-half (%) of a month shall not be counted. All taxable property shall
be assessed as of January First of each year. When any person, after January
First, acquiring any taxable property within the County, the taxes shall be
assessed on such taxable property for the portion of the tax year during which
the new Owner owns the taxable property has its situs in the County. The tax
shall be due on December fifth or within thirty (30) days after presentation or
mailing of the bill from the Treasurer, whichever is later.

(b) When any taxable property loses its situs within the County or its title is
transferred, the taxpayer shall be relieved from personal property tax and
receive a refund for personal property tax already paid prorated on a monthly
basis, upon application to the Commissioner of the Revenue; provided that
application is made within three (3) years from the last day of the tax year
during which the taxable personal property lost situs or had its title
transferred. No refund of less than five dollars ($5.00) shall be issued to a
taxpayer, unless specifically requested by the taxpayer. No refund shall be
made if the taxable property acquires a situs within the Commonwealth in a
non-pro-rating locality. When any taxable property loses its situs within the
County and acquires a situs within another state, the taxpayer shall not be
entitled to a refund except upon a showing of sufficient evidence that the
taxpayer has been assessed and has paid taxes on such taxable property for the
remainder of the tax year to such state.

(c) An exemption from this tax and any interest or penalties arising therefrom
shall be granted for any tax shown or portion thereof during which the
property was legally assessed by another jurisdiction and that such tax on the
assessed property was paid.

(d) Any person who moves from a non-prorating locality to the County after
January First shall be entitled to a personal property tax credit for the

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remainder of the year for each motor vehicle on which he or she paid personal
property taxes to a non-proration locality. If the Owner replaces for any
reason the original vehicle upon which taxes are due to the non-proration
locality for the same tax, the County shall provide a credit against the total tax
due on the replacement vehicle in an amount equal to the tax paid to the non-
prorating locality for the period of time commencing with the disposition of
the original vehicle and continuing through the close of the tax year in which
the Owner incurred tax liability to the non-prorating locality for the original
vehicle.

(e) The County Treasurer may apply any refunds under this section to any
delinquent accounts owed by the taxpayer. In addition, a refund may be
credited against the tax due on any other motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer or
boat owned by the taxpayer during the same year.

RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE COUNTY’S PERSONNEL POLICES AND
PROCEDURES BY ADDING SECTION 8.17, PAID PARENTAL LEAVE

BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of the County of

Montgomery, Virginia that the Board of Supervisors hereby approves the addition
of Section 8.17, Paid Parental Leave, to the County Personnel Policies and
Procedures as follows:

8.17
A.

PAID PARENTAL LEAVE

The purpose of the Paid Parental Leave Policy is to enable eligible
employees to bond with a newborn or a newly adopted child. Eligible
employees will receive a maximum of four weeks (160 hours) of leave.

An eligible employee must have been employed by the County for at least
12 months and worked at least 1,250 hours in the previous year. In
addition, the employee must meet one of the following criteria:

1. Given birth to a child;
2. Spouse of a woman who has given birth to a child; or
3. Adopted a child who is 17 years of age or younger.

Employees who have primary employment with the County, but who also
work a second, part-time job shall be eligible for leave.

Temporary full-time employees are not eligible for paid parental leave.

If both eligible employees work for the County, employees will jointly
share four (160 hours) weeks of parental leave.

Paid parental leave shall run concurrently with Family and Medical Leave
Act (FMLA), as outlined in section 8.15 of the Personnel Policies and
Procedures Manual.

Employees shall be required to provide the Human Resources Department
with appropriate documentation for leave, such as a birth certificate or
letter from an adoption agency.

Employee shall provide a thirty (30) day notice of the intent to utilize paid
parental leave, or as much notice as practical if the leave is not
foreseeable.

After paid parental leave and any short-term disability leave is exhausted,
the balance of FMLA leave will be compensated through employees’
accrued leave and/or leave without pay.

Each week of paid parental leave is compensated at 100 percent of the
employees’ regular, straight-time weekly pay.

Female employees who are classified as a Hybrid employee under the
Virginia Retirement System (VRS) shall file for short-term disability,
which will cover 60% of time missed during paid leave. The remaining
40% of the benefit will be covered by paid parental leave.

Paid parental leave will be paid on a twice-monthly basis on regularly
scheduled paydates.

The County will maintain all other eligible benefits for employees during
the paid parental leave period.

The employee’s share of benefit premiums shall be deducted from the
employee’s pay in accordance with the County’s normal practice.

Employees are eligible for merit and/or salary increases awarded while the
employee is on paid parental leave.

Holiday pay will not extend paid parental leave.

If an employee elects to return to work before the end of the four week
(160 hours) period, the paid parental leave benefit shall cease.

Upon termination of the employee’s employment at the County, he or she
shall not be paid for any unused paid parental leave.

ISSUE/PURPOSE: To adopt a policy on paid parental leave.
