The property currently lies in an area designated as Village Expansion in the 2025

During our meeting on December 10, 2014, the Planning Commission reviewed the request 


described above. Commissioner Kroll removed himself from the discussion and action of this 


request, indicating a conflict of interest.  Upon a motion duly seconded and carried by a vote of 


7 to 0 (Hirt absent; Kroll abstained), the Planning Commission recommended approval of the 


rezoning and special use permit. 


After reviewing the application details, concept plan, and current photos of the site, the 


Commission expressed no concerns with approval of the request to allow relocation of the 


recycling center from 2700 Radford Road to 3431 Radford Road.   


The Commission felt that the application met the requirements of the Comprehensive Plan and 


recommended approval of the rezoning to General Business (GB) and SUP with the following 


revised conditions:  
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1. The operation of the Recycling Center shall be in accordance with the 
provisions of the Zoning Ordinance.  This permit shall automatically expire if 
the business ceases to operate for a period of two years or more per Section 
10-54(3)(j)2. 


2. The applicant shall obtain the appropriate commercial entrance permits and 
approvals from the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) and provide 
a copy to the County staff. 


3. Hours of operation shall be limited to 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Monday through 
Saturday. 


4. All collection and storage of materials shall be conducted inside the building 
identified as 3431 Radford Road. 


5. At all times, the property shall be kept free of litter and devoid of loose 
materials from the recycling operation. 


6. The applicant shall not accept or process any municipal, commercial, industrial, 
medical, or hazardous solid waste, as defined by the Department of 
Environmental Quality (DEQ).

Re:  Commission Name Change Request   


 
 


The New River Valley Planning District Commission Board of Directors is requesting the member governing 


bodies consider the attached resolution of support to change the Commission’s name to the New River Valley 


Regional Commission.   This request is being distributed to all 14 members of the Commission following a 


unanimous vote of the Commission Board of Directors at their October 23, 2014 meeting. The Commission would 


appreciate a response to this request prior to February, 2015.  I am available to attend local government 


meetings as needed to address any questions pertaining to this request. 


 


The name change being proposed is a result of a recommendation from an agency assessment conducted in 


2012.  The assessment process engaged all Commission members and involved focus groups with leaders in all 


four counties, the city and higher education representatives.  The assessment also included a survey distributed 


to over 200 people in the region.  The assessment report summarized eight implementation stratgies with the 


name change being one.  Since the assessement in 2012 the Commission Board of Directors has worked diligently 


to implement the recommended stratgies including methods to increase communication with members; 


convening the region on topics of interest; coordinating Mayors/Chairs meetings; revise the Annual Dinner 


format to include elected officials; engage Commissioners in the work of the agency through committees and 


participating in regional programs; and evaluate means to deliver value-added GIS services.  Much progress has 


been made on the recommended strategies and the Commission Board of Directors determined the timing is 


appropriate to pursue the name change. 


 


The Code of Virginia (15.2-4203 B.1) enables two other naming options aside from Planning District Commission 


which include Regional Commission or Regional Council.  Seven regions out of 21 in Virginia utilize a name other 


than Planning District Commission.   


 


The Commission is requesting the change to better reflect the overall mission and actions of the agency as a 


regional body serving the New River Valley.  The Commission routinely provides services beyond planning and 


the name is often mistaken for local government Planning Commissions.  Lastly, the purpose and function of the 


Commission will not change, while the new name offers better alignment with the intended purpose of regional 


collaboration, convening, visioning and service delivery.

2. To be eligible for sponsorship teams or individuals must reside in 


Montgomery County, win a state tournament qualifier whereby the winning 


team/individual receives an automatic bid to a national championship 


tournament.  Typical programs which conduct national championship 


tournaments are Dixie, Pony, Little League, AAU, USSA, and ASA as 


examples of national recreational leagues which provide for national qualifier 


tournaments. 


 


3. The Board of Supervisors will provide a maximum of a $100 sponsorship for 


individuals, and between $500 and $1500 for teams, depending upon the 


amount of sponsorship provided by other municipalities, payable to the 


recreational leagues, to help defray the expense of participating in a national 


championship and representing Montgomery County at the national level. 


 


ISSUE/PURPOSE: Update the sponsorship policy for national 


championship  events. 


 


JUSTIFICATION: The sponsorship policy was discussed at the August 


11, 2014 BoS meeting, and it was the consensus of 


the Board that the current policy is outdated and 


needs to be revised.
