ORD-FY-15-XX 


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 8 ENTITLED  


PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE CODE OF THE COUNTY 


OF MONTGOMERY, VIRGINIA ARTICLE III, BY ESTABLISHING 


DIVISION 3 ENTITLED ILLICIT DISCHARGE BY ADDING  


SECTIONS 8-90 THROUGH 8-94 MAKING IT UNLAWFUL TO 


DISCHARGE CERTAIN NAMED POLLUTANTS MS4 REGULATED 


INTO THE COUNTY’S MS4 REGULATED STORMWATER 


COLLECTION SYSTEM 
 


WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors of Montgomery County finds that the uncontrolled 


discharge of pollutants to its Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) has an adverse 


impact on the water quality of receiving waters; and 


WHEREAS, Amendments to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, commonly known 


as the Clean Water Act, established the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System 


(NPDES) Program, which requires permits for discharges from regulated municipal separate storm 


sewer systems into the waters of the United States; and 


 


WHEREAS, The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has promulgated  


regulations  implementing  the  NPDES  program,  and  the  EPA  has authorized the 


Commonwealth of Virginia to issue NPDES permits under the Virginia Pollutant Discharge and 


Elimination System (VPDES) permit system; and 


 


WHEREAS, The  VPDES   regulations  for  stormwater  discharges  require 


Montgomery County to control the contribution of pollutants to its regulated MS4 by prohibiting 


illicit discharges, and to inspect, monitor, and enforce the prohibitions of illicit discharges to its 


regulated MS4; and 


 


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors hereby find that this ordinance satisfies these 


regulatory requirements. 


 


 NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of 


Montgomery, Virginia, that Chapter 8, entitled Planning and Development, Article III, Division 


3, entitled Illicit Discharge, Sections 8-90 through 8-94 respectively of the Code of the County of 


Montgomery, Virginia, shall be amended and reordained as follows: 


 
 


DIVISION 3 – ILLICIT DISCHARGE 


Section 8-90. – Purpose and Authority 


(a) Pollutants discharged from the County’s municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) have an 


adverse impact upon the quality of receiving waters. Stormwater, and any other materials 


which enter the County’s MS4, travel through the system and are discharged into receiving 


waters with minimal or no treatment. Since pollutants entering this system come from many 


sources and are to date largely uncontrolled, reduction of pollutant discharges can only be 
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achieved by a broad restriction on a variety of activities occurring throughout the County. The 


purpose of this division is to prevent pollutants from being discharged by the County’s 


stormwater collection system by requiring all citizens to prevent such pollutants from initially 


entering the system. 


(b) This division is adopted to comply with the requirements of the Virginia Pollutant Discharge 


Elimination System (VPDES) General Permit for Discharges of Stormwater from Small 


Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems issued by the Commonwealth of Virginia and as an 


integral part of the County’s stormwater management program.  


Section 8-91. - Definitions 


The following words and terms as used in this division shall have the following meanings, 


unless the context clearly indicates otherwise: 


“Administrator” means as that term is defined under Section 8-71 of the Code of the 


County of Montgomery, Virginia. 


“Discharge” means to dispose, deposit, spill, pour, inject, dump, pump, leak, or place by 


any means, or that which is disposed, deposited, spilled, poured, injected, dumped, pumped, 


leaked, or placed by any means. 


“Illicit connection” means any connection, in any manner whatsoever, to the County’s MS4 


which is not authorized by applicable state law or County ordinance, and has not been approved by 


the County in accordance with applicable County ordinances. 


“Illicit discharge” means any discharge to the County’s MS4 that is not composed entirely 


of stormwater, except discharges pursuant to a VPDES or VSMP permit (other than the VSMP 


permit for discharges from the MS4), discharges resulting from firefighting activities, and 


discharges identified by and in compliance with 9VAC25-870-400 D 2 c (3). 


"Municipal separate storm sewer" means a conveyance or system of conveyances otherwise 


known as a municipal separate storm sewer system or "MS4," including roads with drainage 


systems, municipal streets, catch basins, curbs, gutters, ditches, man-made channels, or storm 


drains: 


 1. Owned or operated by a federal, state, city, town, County, district, association, or other 


public body, created by or pursuant to state law, having jurisdiction or delegated authority 


for erosion and sediment control and stormwater management, or a designated and 


approved management agency under § 208 of the CWA that discharges to surface waters; 


 2. Designed or used for collecting or conveying stormwater; 


 3. That is not a combined sewer; and 
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 4. That is not part of a publicly owned treatment works. 


 “National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System” (NPDES) means the federal program 


for issuing, modifying, revoking, reissuing, terminating, monitoring, and enforcing permits, and 


imposing and enforcing pre-treatment requirements under the Clean Water Act (CWA). 


  “Virginia Pollutant Discharge Elimination System” (VPDES) means the program issued by 


the Commonwealth of Virginia for imposing and enforcing pre-treatment requirements pursuant to 


the Clean Water Act (CWA). 


Section 8-92. – Discharges to the Storm Sewer System 


(a) It shall be unlawful and a violation of this division to allow any discharge that is not composed 


entirely of stormwater, except as described in subsection (d) below, that enters, or has the 


potential of entering, the MS4.  


(b) It shall be unlawful and a violation of this division to cause or allow any illicit connection to 


the MS4. 


(c) Illicit discharges in any amount to the County’s storm sewer system, to any private stormwater 


conveyance system, or to any stormwater management system whether intended for water 


quality or water quantity control, unless the system conveys the fluids to an appropriate water 


treatment facility or the discharge is permitted by a VPDES permit or by a NPDES permit 


include, but are not limited to: 


(1) Sewage; 


(2) Automotive, motor or equipment fluids; 


(3) Paints and/or organic solvents; 


(4) PCBs; 


(5) Toxic materials; 


(6) Waste disposal site leachate; 


(7) Radioactive materials; 


(8) Any fluid at a temperature greater than 65° celsius; 


(9) Any fluid having a pH less than 5.0 or greater than 9.0; 


(10) Any fluid containing more than thirty (30) milligrams per liter of total suspended 


solids; 


(11) Any fluid containing dyes or coloring material which discolor the water more than 


fifty (50) American dye manufacturers institute [ADMI] units; 


(12)  Any fluid containing material which causes a visible film, sheen or discoloration on 


the water surface; 


(13) Any substance which may cause or do any injury to, interfere with the proper 


operation of, obstruct the flow into or through, or pollute a stormwater management 


facility; 


(14) Any commercial, industrial, or manufacturing process water, wash water, or 


unpermitted discharge;    
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(15) Any substance of non-stormwater origin unless specifically exempted from this 


division; 


(16) Matter of any type which may: 


(i) Result in a hazard to any person, animal, property, or vegetation; or, 


(ii) Impair the quality of the water in any well, lake, river, pond, spring, stream, 


reservoir or other water or watercourse. 


(d) The following non-stormwater discharges are allowable under this division: 


(1) Discharges or flows covered by a separate individual or general VPDES or VSMP 


permit for non-stormwater discharges; 


(2) Individual non-stormwater discharges or flows that have been identified in writing by 


the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality as de minimis discharges that are 


not significant sources of pollutants to state waters and do not require a VPDES 


permit; 


(3) Non-stormwater discharges or flows as listed in the following categories, unless they 


are identified by the Administrator or Virginia Water Control Board, as significant 


contributors of pollutants. 


(i) Water line flushing. 


(ii) Landscape irrigation and/or lawn watering. 


(iii) Diverted stream flows or uncontaminated ground water flows. 


(iv) Water from public safety activities, including, but not limited to, law 


enforcement and fire suppression. 


(v) Pumping or drainage of uncontaminated groundwater from potable water 


sources, foundation drains, basements, springs, or water from crawl spaces, or 


footing drains. 


(vi) Non-commercial car washing. 


(vii) Residential yard maintenance, including seasonal leaf pick-up and brush 


removal.  


(viii) Street washing. 


(ix) Swimming pool discharges with less than one (1) parts per million [PPM] 


chlorine. 


(x) Any activity by a governmental entity or its employees and agents in 


accordance with federal, state, and local regulations and standards for the 


maintenance or repair of drinking water reservoirs or water treatment or 


distribution systems. 


(xi) Any activity by a governmental entity or its employees and agents in 


accordance with federal, state, and local regulations and standards, for the 


maintenance of any component of its stormwater management system. 


(xii) Discharges specified in writing by the program administrator and/or his or her 


designee as being necessary to protect public health and safety. 


(xiii) Dye testing, following notification to the program administrator. 
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(4) If any of the activities listed in subsection (3), above, of this section are found to be 


sources of pollutants to public waters, the administrator shall so notify the person 


performing such activities and shall order that such activities be stopped or performed 


in such a manner as to avoid discharge of pollutants into such waters. The failure to 


comply with any such order shall be unlawful and a violation of this division. 


Section 8-93. – Inspections and Monitoring 


(a) The Administrator shall have the authority to carry out all inspections and monitoring 


procedures necessary to determine compliance and/or noncompliance with this division, and to 


enforce the requirements of the provisions of this division, including the prohibition of illicit 


discharges to the storm sewer system. The administrator and/or his or her designee(s) may 


monitor stormwater outfalls or other components of the municipal storm sewer system as may 


be appropriate in the administration and enforcement of this division. 


(b) The Administrator shall have the authority, at his sole discretion, to require pollution 


prevention plans from any person whose property discharges, or has the potential to discharge, 


to the MS4.  


(c) The Administrator and/or his designee(s) shall have the authority to, at reasonable times and 


under reasonable circumstances, enter any establishment or upon any property, public or 


private, for the purpose of obtaining information or conducting surveys or investigations 


necessary in the enforcement of the provisions of this division.  This authority shall apply only 


to those properties from which a discharge enters the County’s municipal separate storm sewer 


systems. 


(d) The Administrator shall have the authority to require any person responsible for a discharge to 


the MS4 to document that such discharge meets and is in compliance with the requirements of 


this division. This includes, but is not limited to, the ability of the Administrator to require such 


person to provide monitoring reports, test results, and such other matters as may be deemed 


necessary to show that such discharge is in compliance with the requirements of this division. 


The cost of any required documentation shall be the responsibility of the person responsible for 


the discharge. 


(e) The failure of any person to comply with any of the requirements of this section shall constitute 


a violation of this division. 


Section 8-94. – Enforcement and Penalties 


(a) Any person who violates any of the provisions of this division shall be guilty of a Class I 


misdemeanor and, upon conviction, is subject to punishment by a fine of not more than two 


thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500.00) per violation per day and confinement in jail for not 


more than twelve (12) months, either or both.  


(b) Each day during which a violation of this division occurs or continues shall be deemed a 


separate and distinct violation of this chapter.  


(c) Any person who commits any of the acts prohibited by this chapter or violates any of the 
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provisions of this division shall be liable to the County for all costs of testing, containment, 


cleanup, abatement, removal, disposal, and any other related costs or expenses that the County 


may incur in connection with the enforcement of this division and/or the prohibition and/or 


correction of a violation of this division.  


(d) The Administrator may bring legal action to enjoin a violation of this division and the existence 


of any other remedy shall be no defense to any such action.  


(e) In addition to any of the remedies set forth above, the Administrator may seek to impose, or 


have imposed by the appropriate authority, any of the remedies provided for by §62.1-44.15:48, 


Code of Virginia (1950), as amended, which are incorporated herein by reference. 


(f) In any court action that may result from enforcement of this division, a judge hearing the case 


may direct the person responsible for the violation or the property owner to correct the 


violation and each day that the violation continues shall constitute a separate violation of this 


chapter. 


(g) Any person who knowingly makes any false statements, representations, or certifications in any 


record, report, or other document, either filed or requested pursuant to this chapter, or who 


falsifies, tampers with, or knowingly renders inaccurate any monitoring device or method 


required or used by the director under this chapter in monitoring discharges, shall be guilty of a 


violation of this division. 


(h) The remedies set forth in this section shall be cumulative, not exclusive, and it shall not be a 


defense to any action, civil or criminal, that one or more of the remedies set forth herein has 


been sought or granted.

PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS, AND AWARDS  


 


Virginia Department of Transportation  


David Clarke, VDOT, provided an update on road projects/issues in Montgomery County as 


follows:  


 


- North Fork Road (SR 603) - Construction on North Fork Road is on-going.  Blasting 


is underway now. This project will take several years to complete with a portion of 


the road being closed.  


- Mt. Pleasant Road (SR 639) , construction from the bridge to Split Rail is estimated 


to be complete in May 2015.  Several road projects, Piney Woods Road and Sydney 


Church Road, will begin this summer.  
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- VDOT is continuing to work on road maintenance issues from the winter months.  


- Sydney Church Road:  Mr. Clarke asked the Board to consider adopting a resolution 


designating Sydney Church Road as a Rural Rustic Road at the meeting tonight.   


Currently, the project is on the Six-Year Road Improvement Plan.  Mr. Clarke stated 


this road meets the requirements under the rural rustic road program; therefore, the 


project can be constructed to be more in line with the nature of the road.   VDOT 


would like to get the Bid Ad released in March and issue a contract by May 2015.  


 


Supervisor Creed asked VDOT to take a look at the bridge on Mt. Pleasant Road.  He reported 


there are pot holes that are deep and it is a single lane bridge.  Mr. Clarke stated he would 


include it on their maintenance list.  He reported that this bridge is scheduled to be replaced and 


is on VDOT’s six month inspection schedule.  


 


Supervisor King reported that the low water bridge on Fairview Church Road is still flooding.  


Mr. Clarke stated that this is a project on VDOT’s schedule and he will check the timeframe.  


 


Supervisor Tuck stated that Elliott Road appears to had some maintenance done to it; however, 


there appears to be numerous small potholes along the road.  Mr. Clarke replied that the slope on 


Elliott Road needs to be repaired as it is failing and creating cracks and the road needs an 


overlay.   


 


 


Retired Seniors Volunteer Program (RSVP)  


RSVP Director Angela Little thanked the Board for supporting the RSVP program.  RSVP 


continues to grow and provide a positive service to the community.  RSVP networks to create 


volunteer opportunities for seniors, 55 years or older, and serve as a resource for area 


organizations. The program links the skills, knowledge and experience of older adults with the 


needs of their community.   In 2014, there was a total of 376 volunteers that provided 69,000 


volunteer hours.    Ms. Little provided an example of programs that RSVP helps, such as 


programs to feed the hungry (backpack program, feeding America, local food pantries, and 


delivering hot meals to the elderly), Non-Profit organizations by helping stuff fundraising 


envelopes, Reality Store at local High Schools, Literacy of the NRV, and the Radford/Fairlawn 


Daily Bread.    


 


 Deena Flinchum, a volunteer with RSVP, talked about the Virginia Insurance Counseling and 


Assistance Program (VICAP) Medicare Part B enrollment service offered by RSVP and the 


NRV Agency on Aging.  They help citizens during the open enrollment for Medicare Part B.  In 


2014 this program saved residents in the New River Valley a total of $494,869.   


 


Anna Stapleton, a five-year volunteer with RSVP, talked about her volunteer activities.  Ms. 


Stapleton stated during her five years with RSVP she has volunteered with various organizations, 


such as the Good Samaritan Hospice Care and Health Department.  She also helps with the food 


banks, sewing the Christmas tote bags, Supplies for Seniors and many more jobs.  Ms. Stapleton 


stated that RSVP has provided her with friendship and sense for the community and a purpose.  


The Board thanked Ms. Little, Ms. Flinchum and Ms. Stapleton for all their hard work and 


dedication to the RSVP.   
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Fieldstone Housing Development  


William Park with Pinnacle Construction and Development Corporation provided an update on 


the Fieldstone Housing Development in Blacksburg off Givens Lane.   Mr. Park stated the 


location of the development is currently part of the Blacksburg Estates Mobile Home Park.  They 


are proposing to develop 11 acres for 144 affordable apartment homes consisting of 60 senior 


residences and 84 family residences.  The development will include a community building with a 


fitness center, gardens, playground and picnic area.  The current residents within the location of 


the trailer park that is proposed for the new development will be relocated to another section of 


the Mobile Home Park.  


 


Mr. Park stated a market study was done for Montgomery County and it was realized that the 


County is underserved with affordable housing.  There are several barriers for affordable housing 


development with the County, such as land cost and limited infrastructure.  This development 


will be located within the town limits of Blacksburg.  The only way this project will work is to 


apply for tax credits through the Virginia Housing Development Authority (VHDA).  This 


project will be ranked with other projects submitted to VHDA across the state.   


 


Jim Cowan provided information about the process of the development.  Mr. Cowan reported a 


rezoning request has been submitted to the Town of Blacksburg for approval.  The Blacksburg 


Town Council is expected to take action on the request this month.  If the rezoning is denied then 


the project will die.  He asked the Board of Supervisors to approve a Resolution of Support for 


the project and to consider a Performance Agreement that would provide financial assistance in 


the form of freezing the real estate tax rate for 15 years.   The resolution and performance 


agreement will help the project obtain higher points that will be needed for VHDA approval.   


 


Supervisor Tuck asked who will be responsible for covering the relocation expenses of the 


residents who have to move.  Mr. Cowan stated that the owner of the Blacksburg Estates Mobile 


Home Park will pay for all expenses related to the relocation and temporary housing if needed.  


The owners remain committed to working with every resident to insure a smooth 
relocation.  
 


The County Administrator reported that a work session may be scheduled for the February 23, 


2015 Board meeting, depending on action by the Blacksburg Town Council on the Fieldstone 


Development project.  


 


 


PUBLIC ADDRESS  


 


Robbie Jones spoke in support of the School Board budget.  Ms. Jones acknowledged difficult 


decisions the Board of Supervisors has to make and how localities are burdened with unfunded 


mandates.   She stated the School Board budget is a needs based budget, which includes a 2% 


step increase for employees.  Ms. Jones expressed concerns with the School Board’s proposal to 


cut the incentive pay to employees in order to cover the insurance costs for part-time employees 


as mandated by the Affordable Care Act.  This is a huge impact to these employees with cuts 


from $700- $1,200 per month.   
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John Asconi addressed the Board about the School Board’s proposed cuts to school employee’s 


incentive pay.  Mr. Asconi stated he is an Instructional Aid at Blacksburg High School.  He is a 


veteran from the U.S. Army and receives medical services through the Veterans Affairs (VA) 


and therefore does not need insurance through the school system.  He is not happy that his 


incentive pay will go towards a federal mandate that he will not need.  He stated he needs his 


incentive pay and urged the Board of Supervisor to give serious thought to the School Board’s 


budget request.  


 


Michelle Broughton addressed the Board about the School Board’s proposed cuts to school 


employees’ incentive pay. Ms. Broughton stated employees that receive the incentive pay rely on 


the incentive every month and the loss of income will hurt.  She stated she supports the School 


Board’s budget request.   


 


Ursula Halferty addressed the Board in regards to the proposed Mountain Valley Pipeline (MVP) 


project.  Ms. Halferty stated she had the opportunity to watch the Board’s meeting video where 


Supervisor Chris Tuck recommended the County provide an alternate route to the one being 


proposed by MVP.  She is glad that the other Board members did not support Supervisor Tuck’s 


suggestion as she does not support Montgomery County working with MVP to come up with 


new routes and that there is no benefit to working with MVP.  She stated that the Federal 


Regulatory Commission (FERC) will not come up with alternate routes and will be up to MVP to 


do so.

Montgomery County School Board FY 16 Budget Presentation  


 


Joey Lyons, Chair of the Montgomery County School Board, provided opening comments to the 


Board of Supervisors.  Mr. Lyons thanked the Board of Supervisors for their past support of the 


education system.  He stated that state funding for Montgomery County Public Schools is still $7 


million below where it was in 2008-09, with no increase on the horizon.  Where the state has 


fallen short, the County has picked up and is appreciated by the School Board.  Mr. Lyons 


appreciates the collaboration between both boards on working together and holding joint 


meetings.   


 


He turned the presentation over to Brenda Blackburn, Superintendent of Montgomery County 


Public Schools, to provide the Board of Supervisor with a summary of the School Board’s FY 16 


Budget.   


 


Brenda Blackburn provided the following comments:  


 


“I appreciate the opportunity to speak with you about the MCPS proposed FY 2015-2016 


Budget.  I also thank you for your on-going support for MCPS.  You have stepped up to the plate 


to offset loss of state funds, to fill some of the void created by the end of the stimulus dollars and  


you have made decisions in a tough economy to address some of our facility needs.   We also 


greatly appreciate the fact that you have regularly supported the return of carryover funds to 


meet some of the otherwise unmet needs of the school division.  Our work and your support 
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allows us to provide for the highly individualized needs of the 9,600 Montgomery County 


children that we serve every day in our classroom.   


 


The budget before you this evening represents a needs based request for MCPS for the 2015-


2016 school year.  It is a budget that is presented after significant input from division leadership, 


staff members, the community and the School Board.  Next week, I will begin a listening tour 


that will take me to each of the 4 high schools from 2 – 5 in the afternoon.  My purpose is to 


specifically afford our employees an opportunity to speak with me directly about budget and 


other topics of interest.   Budget updates are a regular part of the School Board’s agenda and a 


major focus area for the division web site. It is our intent to provide budget information that is 


easy to understand and quickly accessible to the public. 


 


Right now our total increase in state funds for 2015-2016 is $277,678 (majority categorical to 


support e-learning backpack one-to-one tablet initiative for 9
th


 grade students in 3 of 4 high 


schools). As the legislators continue to meet and as you all analyze the county’s financial picture, 


the information necessary to make real decisions about the MCPS budget becomes clearer. I call 


the current budget discussions Round 1 and I know that the upcoming rounds may be even more 


difficult than the current discussion.  


 


As presented to you tonight, the gap between the 2014-2015 adopted budget and our needs based 


2015-2016 request is $4.8 million.  This number is offset in  2015-2016 budget by additional 


state money of $277,000 and accounting changes for the child care program and e-rate totaling 


$600,000.  The gap we are requesting the supervisors to fill is $3.9 million. 


 


Some highlights of the MCPS 2015-2016 Needs Based Budget are as follows: 


 


 Find Economies – these efforts have been ongoing for the past five years. We continue 


to ask division staff to do more with less as positions have been reduced (89.82 


positions), supply budgets reduced and operational changes have been made as we strive 


to provide a high quality education in our schools.  This year we have added salary 


turnover and lapse ($1.4 m); VRS ($173,000); Postage ($15, 800).  Much of the salary 


savings ($818,000) came from hiring over the summer of 80+ new hires, 60 came in at 


level 1 – 5 on the salary schedules and replaced more experienced employees who were 


much higher on the salary schedule.   


 Protect enhancements that are supporting student achievement gains – investments 


in materials and instructional supports (instructional coaches, Read 180, Math 180, 


Reading Recovery). We are moving in the right direction and can’t turn back now. 


 Implement a second year of the eLearning Backpack program at 4 high schools; 


tablets for current 9
th


 grade students have been distributed over the last 3 weeks. 


 Provide 2 step Salary Scale Enhancement ($2.1 million) – Year 2 of implementing the 


Evergreen study.  The legislature may ultimately help with some salary improvement 


dollars based on their most recent discussion. Attracting and retaining the best employees 


for our school system is a priority. 


 Address unfunded mandate of the Affordable Health Care Act provision to provide 


health insurance for 30-39.99 hour part time employees.  ($1.4 million off set by 


$230,000 already in the budget) 
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Tonight you also received the School Nutrition Budget.  SNP is also impacted by the 


requirement of the ACA to provide 30 hour plus employees with health insurance.  In the 


SNP budget the Labor and benefits line currently includes budgeting for 34 part time 


employees for health insurance at a cost of $265,175.52. As you know, the SNP is 


financially self-sustaining.  The increase in cost must be recouped from increased sales 


and/or increase price of lunches. 


 Cover estimated increase in health insurance cost of $777,000 for currently covered 


employees. 


 Restore some previous budget and personnel reductions and move some items from 


carryover funding to operations. Each recurring cost funded through carryover is a 


strategic decision. The thought process is that we are better off with having this resource 


one year than not at all.  (Social Worker, Governor’s Summer School, College 


Application Week, Capital – roofs, buses, and technology which had previously been 


funded by 1 – time county funds).  Of the $1.8 million in carryover funds in 2013-2014 


significantly less than 10% was used for actual recurring expenses.   


 Safety Enhancements ($25,000 state grant match --- we have received $160,000 from 


state over 2 year period)  


 Incorporate some changes in accounting processes and procedures (childcare; e-


rate) 


 Provide a more detailed view of the budget (breaks out cost into all applicable 


categories) 


 


As you consider the school budget request and the big and difficult decisions before you about 


our citizens, the advertised tax rate and community priorities, I ask you to include these facts in 


your consideration. 


 State funding for education of MCPS students is $7 million  below the level of 2008; 


 State of Virginia per student spending remains below the level of 2008 and is growing 


very slowly.  


 To meet the buying power of $97 million in 2008 I would need $108 million in 2015.  


Our current revenue projection is $97 million. 


 Attracting and retaining a quality work force – teachers and support employees – requires 


competitive salary and benefits. Currently our starting salary for teachers ranks 11
th


 of 13 


surrounding counties.  Our mid-career and top experience level teachers’ rank 5
th


 in the 


group of 13 counties. 


 Great communities and great schools go hand in hand. ” 


 


Ms. Blackburn thanked the Board for allowing her to present the FY 16 School Budget and 


offered to answer questions.    


 


Ms. Blackburn was asked to address the recommendation to cut part-time employee incentive 


pay.  Ms. Blackburn replied that the incentive pay began 15 years ago to help provide a 


supplement to part-time employees to help cover health insurance costs or a retirement plan.  As 


years passed it became too cumbersome and complex to keep track of and it was decided that the 


supplemental pay would roll-over as part of the employee paycheck to use however they see fit.  


In October 2015, the Affordable Health Care Act will require the school system to offer the same 


health insurance to 30-hour employees as it does to full-time employees.  The cost to cover 
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insurance for employees who work 30+ hours per week is $1.4 million.  This is an unfunded 


mandated by the Federal Affordable Health Care Act.  It was proposed that the incentive be 


taken away in order to cover the cost of offering full health coverage; however, the School Board 


at their February 3, 2015 meeting agreed not to take the incentive away from the employees.  


 


Mr. Lyons also replied that 88% of the school budget is spent on personnel costs and when the 


School Board is faced with an unfunded mandate as large as covering insurance cost for 


employees then they have to cut funding from somewhere or come up with additional revenue.   


 


The Board of Supervisors also addressed the need for a School Capital Maintenance Budget and 


funding for project included in the Cardno Tec Study.  Past years the School Board has requested 


one-time funding to be allocated for the purchase of school buses, technology and roofing.  


There is no permanent funding for these items or maintenance items in the budget.   


 


Ms. Blackburn stated that there is no capital budget for the Schools.  The School Board will need 


to include $2 million per year in order to have a high quality maintenance program.  Ms. 


Blackburn stated that the Cardno Tec Study recommends $10.9 million for five years in order to 


cover the cost of the projects identified.  She believes the Board of Supervisors will consider 


$250,000 before they would $3.9 million that would be needed for FY 16.     


 


The Board thanked Ms. Blackburn and Mr. Lyons for their presentation.

 LEASE REFINANCING WITH THE ECONOMIC 


DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OF MONTGOMERY 


COUNTY, VIRGINIA, APPROVING THE FORM OF 


CERTAIN DOCUMENTS PREPARED IN CONNECTION 


THEREWITH AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION 


AND DELIVERY OF THE SAME 


 


On a motion by Matthew R. Gabriele, seconded by Mary W. Biggs and carried unanimously,  


 


WHEREAS, The Economic Development Authority of Montgomery County, Virginia, 


formerly the Industrial Development Authority of Montgomery County, Virginia (the 


“Authority”), was created under and is authorized to exercise all the powers set forth in the 


Industrial Development and Revenue Bond Act, Title 15.2, Chapter 49, Code of Virginia, as 


amended (the “Act”), which include, among other things, the powers (a) to make loans to, among 


others, a county in furtherance of the Act, (b) to finance or refinance facilities and lease facilities 


for use by, among others, a county, (c) to issue its revenue bonds, notes and other obligations 


from time to time for such purposes and (d) to pledge all or any part of its revenues and receipts 


derived from payments received by the Authority in connection with its loans or from the leasing 


by the Authority of such facilities or from any source, as security for the payment of principal of 


and interest on any such obligations; and 


 


WHEREAS, The Authority previously issued its $16,805,000 Lease Revenue Bonds, 


Series 2000B (the “2000B Bonds”), and its $11,550,000 Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2000C 


(the “2000C Bonds”), and loaned the proceeds thereof to the County of Montgomery, Virginia 


(the “County”), to finance improvements and renovations to the Blacksburg Middle School, 


renovations and improvements to certain of the County’s other schools and related facilities and 


the acquisition, construction and equipping of a County administration building; and 


 


WHEREAS, The Authority refunded portions of the 2000B Bonds and the 2000C Bonds 


by the issuance of its $10,800,000 Lease Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2005A (the “2005A 


Bonds”), and its $7,630,000 Lease Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2005B (the “2005B 


Bonds” and, together with the 2005A Bonds, the “2005 Bonds”); and 


 


WHEREAS, As security for the repayment of the 2005 Bonds, the Authority entered into 


(a) an Amended Ground Lease dated as of May 1, 2005 (the “2005 Ground Lease”), with the 


County and the School Board of Montgomery County, Virginia (the “School Board”), pursuant 


to which the County and the School Board leased to the Authority the Blacksburg Middle School 


and the County administration building (as more specifically described in the 2005 Ground 


Lease, the “Premises”), and (b) an Amended Financing Lease dated as of May 1, 2005 (the 


“2005 Lease Agreement”), with the County, pursuant to which the Authority leased the Premises 
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to the County in exchange for which the County undertook to make rental payments sufficient to 


cover the annual debt service on the 2005 Bonds; and 


 


WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors of the County (the “County Board”) now desires 


to realize debt service savings by effecting a refunding of the outstanding 2005 Bonds (the 


“Refunded Bonds”) and has requested that the Authority issue one or more lease revenue 


refunding bonds (collectively, the “2015 Bond”), use the proceeds thereof to refund the 


Refunded Bonds and secure the repayment of the 2015 Bond by a lease of all or a portion of the 


Premises pursuant to the terms of a Ground Lease (as hereinafter defined) and a Lease 


Agreement (as hereinafter defined); and 


 


WHEREAS, The County has requested Davenport & Company LLC, as the County’s 


financial advisor (the “Financial Advisor”), to solicit bids from banking and other financial 


institutions for the purchase of the 2015 Bond; and 


 


WHEREAS, There have been presented  drafts of the following documents (collectively, 


the “Documents”) that the County proposes to execute in support of the transactions described 


above, copies of which shall be filed with the records of the County: 


 


(a) Amended and Restated Ground Lease (the “Ground Lease”), between the 


Authority, the County and the School Board, pursuant to which the County and the 


School Board will renew their lease of all or a portion of the Premises to the Authority; 


and 


 


(b) Bond Purchase and Lease Agreement (the “Lease Agreement”), between the 


Authority, the County, the School Board and the Bondholder (as defined below) pursuant 


to which (1) the Authority will issue the 2015 Bond, (2) the Authority will agree to sell, 


and the Bondholder will agree to purchase, the 2015 Bond, (3) the Authority will use 


proceeds thereof to refund the Refunded Bonds and (4) the Authority will lease all or a 


portion of the Premises to the County and the School Board. 


 


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF MONTGOMERY 


COUNTY, VIRGINIA: 


 


1. The following plan of lease refinancing is hereby approved: (a) the Authority shall issue 


the 2015 Bond in a principal amount not to exceed $12,500,000, (b) the County and the 


School Board will lease one or more of the properties constituting the Premises to the 


Authority pursuant to the terms of the Ground Lease, with an expiration not later than 


December 31, 2026, and (c) the Authority will lease the Premises back to the County and 


the School Board pursuant to the terms of the Lease Agreement, with an expiration not 


later than December 31, 2021.  The County will undertake to make payments to the 


Authority of basic rent (“Basic Rent”) and additional rent (“Additional Rent”) under the 


terms of the Lease Agreement in amounts sufficient to pay when due the principal of and 


interest on the 2015 Bond and to pay the fees and expenses of the Authority.  The 


obligation of the Authority to pay principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the 


2015 Bond will be limited to payments of Basic Rent and Additional Rent received from 
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the County.  The undertaking by the County to make payments of Basic Rent and 


Additional Rent will be subject to appropriations from time to time by the County Board 


of sufficient amounts for such purposes.  Upon an event of default or an event of non-


appropriation by the County Board under the Lease Agreement, the Authority shall have 


the right to exercise any remedies provided in the Lease Agreement, including the right to 


terminate the Lease Agreement and exclude the County and the School Board from 


possession of the Premises for the remainder of the term of the Ground Lease.  The 2015 


Bond will be secured in part by an assignment to the Bondholder of the Authority’s rights 


to receive payments of Basic Rent.  The 2015 Bond will be secured by an assignment to 


the Bondholder of the Authority’s rights to receive payments of Basic Rent.  This plan of 


lease refinancing shall contain such additional requirements and provisions as the County 


Administrator (which term for purposes of this Resolution includes any Deputy County 


Administrator) may approve and determine to be in the best interests of the County. 


2. Subject to the pricing parameters of the 2015 Bond described below, the County Board 


hereby authorizes the County Administrator, in consultation with the Financial Advisor 


and the Authority, to review the bids received and to select the bid that the County 


Administrator determines to be in the best interests of the County.  The banking or other 


financial institution submitting such winning bid shall be selected as the Bondholder. 


3. The County Administrator is authorized and directed to execute the Documents, which 


shall be in substantially the forms submitted to this meeting, which are hereby approved, 


with such completions, omissions, insertions and changes not inconsistent with this 


Resolution as may be approved by the County Administrator, his execution to constitute 


conclusive evidence of his approval of any such completions, omissions, insertions and 


changes.  In making completions to the Lease Agreement, the County Administrator shall 


provide for payments of Basic Rent on terms equivalent to the 2015 Bond, which shall (a) 


mature in installments ending no later than December 31, 2021; (b) have an aggregate 


principal amount not exceeding $12,500,000; (c) have a “true” or “Canadian” interest 


cost not exceeding 3.00%; (d) be subject to optional redemption on such terms that the 


County Administrator and the Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Authority determine to 


be in the best interests of the County and the Authority; and (e) be sold to the Bondholder 


at a price not less than 100% of the aggregate principal amount thereof.  Following the 


sale of the 2015 Bond, the County Administrator shall file a certificate with the records of 


the County Board setting forth the final terms of the 2015 Bond and the Lease 


Agreement.  The actions of the County Administrator in approving the terms of the 2015 


Bond and the Lease Agreement shall be conclusive, and no further action shall be 


necessary on the part of the County.  As set forth in the Lease Agreement, the County 


undertakes to pay from legally available funds such “late charges” and other charges as 


described therein. 


4. The officers of the County are authorized and directed to execute and deliver all 


certificates and instruments and to take all actions necessary or desirable in connection 


with the execution and delivery of the Documents and the completion of the lease 


refinancing. 
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5. The undertaking by the County to pay any amounts under the Lease Agreement shall be 


limited obligations payable solely from funds to be appropriated by the County Board for 


such purpose and shall not constitute a debt of the County within the meaning of any 


constitutional or statutory limitation or a pledge of the faith and credit of the County 


beyond any fiscal year for which the County Board has lawfully appropriated funds from 


time to time.  Nothing herein or in the Lease Agreement shall constitute a debt of the 


County within the meaning of any constitutional or statutory limitation or a pledge of the 


faith and credit or taxing power of the County. 


6. The County Board believes that funds sufficient to make payment of all amounts payable 


under the Lease Agreement can be obtained.  While recognizing that it is not empowered 


to make any binding commitment to make such payments beyond the current fiscal year, 


the County Board hereby states its intent to make annual appropriations for future fiscal 


years in amounts sufficient to make all such payments and hereby recommends that 


future County Boards do likewise during the term of the Lease Agreement.  The County 


Board directs the County Administrator, the Director of Finance or such other officer 


who may be charged with the responsibility for preparing the County’s annual budget, to 


include in the budget request for each fiscal year during the term of the Lease Agreement 


an amount sufficient to make the payment of all amounts payable under the Lease 


Agreement.  Within 10 days after adoption of the County’s annual budget and related 


appropriation resolution, but not later than 10 days after the beginning of each fiscal year, 


the County Administrator is authorized and directed to deliver to the Authority and the 


Bondholder a certificate stating whether an amount equal to or credited to the payment of 


Basic Rent and Additional Rent that will be due during such fiscal year has been 


budgeted and appropriated by the County Board.  So long as the 2015 Bond is 


outstanding, if at any time during any fiscal year of the County, the amount appropriated 


in the County’s annual budget in such fiscal year is insufficient to pay when due the 


amounts payable under the Lease Agreement, the County Board directs the County 


Administrator or Director of Finance, or such other officer who may be charged with the 


responsibility for preparing the County’s annual budget, to submit to the County Board a 


request for a supplemental appropriation sufficient to cover the deficit. 


7.  (a)  The County covenants that it will not take or omit to take any action the taking or 


omission of which will cause the 2015 Bond to be an “arbitrage bond” within the 


meaning of Section 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and 


regulations issued pursuant thereto (the “Code”), or otherwise cause the interest due on 


the 2015 Bond to be includable in the gross income of the holder thereof under existing 


statutes.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the County shall comply with 


any provision of law that may require the County at any time to rebate to the United 


States any part of the earnings derived from the investment of the funds received under 


the Lease Agreement, unless the County receives an opinion of nationally recognized 


bond counsel that such compliance is not required to prevent interest on the 2015 Bond 


from being includable in the gross income for federal income tax purposes of the holder 


thereof under existing law. 


(b) The County covenants that during the term of the Lease Agreement it shall not 


permit the proceeds of the 2015 Bond or the facilities refinanced therewith to be used in 
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any manner that would result in (a) 10% or more of such proceeds or facilities being 


used in a trade or business carried on by any person other than a governmental unit, as 


provided in Section 141(b) of the Code, provided that no more than 5% of such proceeds 


may be used in a trade or business unrelated to the County’s use of such facilities, (b) 5% 


or more of such proceeds or facilities being used with respect to any “output facility” 


(other than a facility for the furnishing of water), within the meaning of Section 141(b)(4) 


of the Code, or (c) 5% or more of such proceeds being used directly or indirectly to make 


or finance loans to any persons other than a governmental unit, as provided in Section 


141(c) of the Code; provided, however, that if the County receives an opinion of 


nationally recognized bond counsel that any such covenants need not be complied with to 


prevent the interest on the 2015 Bond from being includable in the gross income for 


federal income tax purposes of the holder thereof under existing law, the County need not 


comply with such covenants. 


8.  Such officers of the County as may be requested by bond counsel for the County are 


authorized and directed to execute an appropriate certificate setting forth (a) the expected 


use and investment of the proceeds of the Lease Agreement in order to show that such 


expected use and investment will not violate the provisions of Section 148 of the Code 


and (b) any elections such officers deem desirable regarding rebate of earnings to the 


United States for purposes of complying with Section 148 of the Code.  Such certificate 


shall be prepared in consultation with bond counsel for the County, and such elections 


shall be made after consultation with bond counsel. 


9.   The County Administrator is authorized and directed to take or direct the Authority to 


take all proper steps to call for redemption of the Refunded Bonds, to prepare and deliver 


any such notices and correspondences necessary therefor and to obtain any documents, 


certificates and approvals necessary to terminate or amend any prior lease agreements, 


trust agreements or investment contracts relating to the Refunded Bonds and/or the 


Premises. 


10. The County Administrator is authorized and directed to execute an escrow deposit 


agreement (the “Escrow Agreement”) between the County, the Authority and an escrow 


agent (the “Escrow Agent”) to be selected by the County Administrator and the Chairman 


or Vice Chairman of the Authority for purposes of refunding the Refunded Bonds.  The 


Escrow Agreement shall be in a form approved by the County Administrator, in 


collaboration with the County Attorney and the County’s bond counsel, the execution 


thereof by the County Administrator to constitute conclusive evidence of the County 


Administrator’s approval of the Escrow Agreement.  The Escrow Agreement shall 


provide for the irrevocable deposit of a portion of the 2015 Bond proceeds (the 


“Refunding Portion”) in an escrow fund (the “Escrow Fund”) that shall be sufficient, 


when invested in United States Treasury obligations (the “Government Obligations”), to 


provide for payment of principal of and interest on the Refunded Bonds; provided, 


however, that such Bond proceeds shall be invested in such manner that the 2015 Bond 


will not be an “arbitrage bond” within the meaning of Section 148 of the Code.  If 


requested by the County Administrator, the Escrow Agent is authorized to execute, on 


behalf of the County, an initial and final subscription form for the purchase of the 


Government Obligations. 
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11. All costs and expenses in connection with the refunding of the Refunded Bonds and the 


issuance of the 2015 Bond, including the Authority’s fees and expenses and the fees and 


expenses of bond counsel, counsel for the Authority, the Bondholder and counsel to the 


Bondholder, shall be paid from the proceeds of the 2015 Bond or other legally available 


funds of the County.  If for any reason the 2015 Bond is not issued, it is understood that 


all such expenses shall be paid by the County from its legally available funds and that the 


Authority shall have no responsibility therefor. 


12. Any authorization herein to execute a document shall include authorization to deliver it to 


the other parties thereto and to record such document where appropriate. 


13. All other actions of the officers of the County that are in conformity with the purposes 


and intent of this Resolution and in furtherance of this lease refinancing are approved and 


ratified. 


14. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are repealed. 


15. This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, The Economic Development Authority of Montgomery County, Virginia 


(“EDA”) entered into a Lease Agreement with TORC Robotics LLC (“TORC”) whereby the 
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EDA agreed to construct an Office/Manufacturing Building in the Blacksburg Industrial Park 


Phase V, in order to lease 15,659 sq. ft. to TORC (“Lease Agreement”); and 


 


WHEREAS, The required construction and up-fit of the Building pursuant to the Lease 


Agreement was proposed to cost the EDA Two Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars with the 


monthly debt service to be paid by monthly lease payments to be made by TORC pursuant to the 


Lease Agreement and from other future tenants in the Building; and 


 


WHEREAS, The EDA secured Two Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars in 


financing from First Bank and Trust and from the Virginia Small Business Financing Authority 


(“the Financing”) and the Board of Supervisors agreed to be morally obligated to re-pay the $2.5 


Million Dollar Financing should the EDA fail to make the required payments to either First Bank 


and Trust or the Virginia Small Business Financing Authority; and 


 


 WHEREAS, The EDA and TORC executed a First Lease Amendment with TORC 


whereby the EDA agreed to upfit the remaining 4,611 sq. ft. to warehouse space and TORC 


agreed to lease this additional 4,611 sq. ft., for a total of 20,270 sq. ft. of lease space; and 


 


WHEREAS, The cost in upfitting the additional 4,611 sq. ft. to warehouse space and the 


unforeseen costs incurred in site work due to poor soils, the EDA needs to increase the Financing 


$200,000 from $2.5 Million to $2.7 Million and First Bank and Trust has agreed to provide the 


additional funding; and  


 


WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors desires to support the EDA in its efforts to 


finance the building construction required under the Lease Agreement with TORC by agreeing to 


increase the amount the Board will be morally obligated to repay from $2.5 Million to $2.7 


Million under the Support Agreement with the EDA; and 


 


WHEREAS, Section 15.2-953 of the Code of Virginia 1950, as amended, provides that 


any locality may appropriate money to an economic development authority for the purpose of 


promoting economic development. 


  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of Montgomery 


County, Virginia that the Board of Supervisors hereby agrees: 


 


1. Should the County receive written notice from the EDA that TORC  has

agrees to undertake a non-binding moral obligation, in such manner that is 


consistent with both the Constitution and laws of the Commonwealth of 


Virginia, to appropriate money to the EDA sufficient to make up any 


deficiency and allow the EDA to continue to make its loan payments 


required under the First Bank and Trust and the Virginia Small Business 


Financing Authority Financing.  The Board of Supervisors, while 
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recognizing that it is not hereby empowered to make any binding 


commitment to make such appropriation in future fiscal years, hereby 


states its intent to make such appropriations in future fiscal years and 


hereby recommends that future Boards do likewise. 


 


2. Nothing herein contained is or shall be deemed to be a lending of the full 


faith and credit of the County of Montgomery to the EDA, First Bank and

Supervisor Perkins attended the annual Virginia Association of Counties (VACo) Annual 


Legislative Day and Steering Committee meetings in Richmond on February 5, 2015.  They met 


with Montgomery County’s state representatives to discuss the Board’s priorities and funding 


needs.   


 


School Board FY16 Budget - Supervisor Perkins stated that she served on the School Board for 


seven years and is on her 18
th


 year on the Board of Supervisors.  During this entire time the 


School Board has never received full funding and she hopes she can see the day that the County 


can fund the School Board budget to the extent beyond a needs based budget.  She stated that the 


School Board’s FY 16 Budget does provide more than in the past years.  The Board of 


Supervisors has to consider all requests, including the County’s budget requests, with the 


resources they have.  
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Supervisor Tuck  addressed the recent outbreak of German measles in other states.  He urged 


everyone to get vaccinated and supports a resolution to encourage vaccinations.  He explained he 


has a family member that is highly susceptible to contagious diseases that could be deadly to her 


condition.     


 


Supervisor Biggs reported that Jim Shuler requested the Board to consider a resolution 


supporting the goals of OneVirginia2021, Virginians for Fair Redistricting.   OneVirginia2021 


focuses on the redrawing of legislative district lines with an approach that advocates for fairness, 


transparency and accountability, keeps the citizens’ interests in mind, and encourages healthy 


debate and participation by the public in the process.  This resolution will be added to the 


February 23, 2015 agenda.  


 


VACo Legislative Day  - Supervisor Biggs reported that she, along with Supervisor Perkins, 


Chair Brown and the County Administrator, attended the VACo Legislative Day in Richmond on 


February 4, 2015.  As Supervisor Perkins reported, they met with the County’s state 


representatives to discuss Montgomery County’s needs.  They urged their representatives to “Do 


No Harm”, no unfunded mandates and support K-12 education.

She reported that the 


County’s request to add Montgomery County to the list of counties who can require mandatory 


water and sewer connections pursuant to the authority, was not approve, nor was the County’s 


request to be allowed to impose a cigarette tax.

Employee Retirement Service Award 
 


The Board presented a plaque to Karen Edmonds in recognition of her years of service to 


Montgomery County.  Karen was the Human Resources Director from 1999-2014. 


 


 


PUBLIC ADDRESS 
 


Bill Murray 401 Givens Lane, Blacksburg  Mr. Murray addressed the Board about Fieldstone 


Development’s  proposed  construction project to build 60 senior residences and 84 affordable 


workforce residences, and relocate citizens who are currently living in Blacksburg Estates Mobile 


Home Park.  Mr. Murray is one of the residents of the mobile home park, and relocation is a 


problem for many of those living there.  Most of the current residents in the park are living on 


some sort of disability or social security with an average income around $10,000.  For the new 
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construction developers are proposing a rent of $435 per month which is over 50% of their 


income.  It is not affordable and no senior on social security could continue to live there even if 


they were accepted into the development.  Mr. Murray asked that this project be halted until 


details and relocation of all the residents are complete.  He sees the problem spilling over into the 


County because where are the people going to live, there is no place in Blacksburg because of the 


high rent.  Blacksburg and the County face the possibility of disabled and senior citizens being 


homeless. 


 


Lynda Majors  2620 Mt. Tabor Road, Blacksburg  Ms. Majors addressed her concerns about the 


alternative routes for the Mountain Valley Pipeline, two of which are in Montgomery County.  


One is 87 which goes along Coal Bank Hollow Road and goes through a conservation easement.  


The conservation easement prohibits grading, blasting and earth removal, but MVP went ahead 


and put it on the list.  Ms. Majors believes this was done to avoid the Preston Forest area.  


Alternative 93 treks through Slusser Chapel’s cave conservation area  that has been identified by 


the state, and because of the karst terrain the water goes right down into the Mill Creek watershed.  


It seems to her that alternatives are being proposed that shouldn’t even be proposed, that MVP is 


just drawing a line on a map, and she wanted to bring it to the Board’s attention prior to their 


work session later in this meeting. 


 


Tina Badger 4181 Bluebird Drive, Elliston  Speaking on behalf of Preserve Montgomery County, 


Virginia,  Ms. Badger spoke about Alternative 110 which takes the pipeline largely out of 


Montgomery County, but there is still a small corner down in Elliston that will be affected, and 


she asked that the Board continue to stand behind the citizens in opposing this.  Ms. Badger stated 


that approximately a month ago, while driving down Northfork Road just past Lancer’s Truck 


Stop, she noticed two Mountain Valley Pipeline survey stakes right off of Northfork Road , 


neither of which is on the published routes.  They are obviously surveying different areas that 


they’re not publishing routes for. There is no way they can go from the 110 route over in Roanoke 


County and cut back to this without cutting right across Fort Lewis Mountain and coming back 


down.  Ms. Badger lives right on the Roanoke/Montgomery County line.  She is a citizen of 


Montgomery County, but this would affect her even greater than it would if it stayed in the 


original route, so citizens of Montgomery County are still being affected regardless of whether 


they change their route. 


 


Brad Klein 4656 Susannah Drive  addressed his concerns about the alternate routes that are being 


proposed in Montgomery County for the Mountain Valley Pipeline.  Mr. Klein believes there are 


too many routes that have been proposed that would affect the plight of the citizens of 


Montgomery County who would originally have been affected by the pipeline, and he doesn’t 


think these routes are any different in terms of the dangers posed to the citizens of Montgomery 


County.  He agrees that  alternate routes 93 and 83, which appear to affect Preston Forest, would 


be a noose around the neck of Preston Forest.  These alternate routes, as opposed to going through 


Preston Forest, go right around the edges of Preston Forest, and as such they introduce additional 


dangers to the residents in that area.  Alternate route 93 now goes along Jefferson Forest Drive 


and cuts off egress for everyone on Jefferson Forest Drive in case of fire.  It also cuts off egress 


for everyone on Susannah Drive because the only egress for people on Susannah Drive is 


Jefferson Forest Drive.  Additionally, the alternate route 87 goes along Coal Bank Hollow and  


major egresses for Preston Forest would be cut off if there is a problem with that portion that goes 


along Coal Bank Hollow.  The overriding issue is that the alternate routes do not do anything to 


improve the safety and wellbeing of the people in Montgomery County and Mr. Klein asked that 


the Board continue to oppose this project.  
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Margaret Roston 2124 Mt. Tabor Road, Blacksburg  Ms. Rostan said obviously Preston Forest is 


being put in a stranglehold but Coal Bank Hollow and Coal Bank Ridge residents will be cut off 


completely if the pipeline goes down Coal Bank Hollow  Road, but the point is, as far as she is 


concerned, the pipeline is not needed for anyone except to make money for the stock holders of 


this particular company, or the oil companies.  Whether it’s going farther down Mt. Tabor Road 


or into the next county, it’s going to affect someone’s water, it’s going to cause forest fires 


somewhere.  It is Ms. Rostan’s understanding that the original route was going to go through the 


smallest portion of the national forest as possible, which would be a much straighter line than  


some of the other routes, but that means more national forest.  We need our national forests, we 


need our national parks and it is up to entities like ours to say this is not good either.  Why are we 


destroying national forests for the private interests of a handful of stockholders?  She believes that 


natural gas is on its way out and will not be as important as other energy sources such as solar.  


That means we will be stuck with infrastructure for decades and the taxpayers will be left to pay 


for the cleanup.   


 


Doug Chancey 2068 Lusters Gate Road, Blacksburg  Mr. Chancey feels like we are still in the 


20
th


 century when corporations are in control of where oil and gas and fossil fuels are still trying 


to give the citizens the burden of their plans by bypassing any benefit for communities in the 


Appalachian Mountains.   Not just Montgomery County, but the entire area and to think we can 


keep taking everything from Mother Earth is not forward thinking.  He suggested that we start 


using our farms to locate solar panels, and put solar panels on the public buildings in downtown 


Christiansburg. We need the alternative energies that are the energies of the future and we should 


be using them right now.   The production of fossil fuels needs to be stopped and we need to  


come up with better ways, one of which is industrial hemp which has just been legalized to grow 


as a research project and can be processed into fuel.

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Commissioner of the Revenue-Proration of Personal Property Tax 


Commissioner of the Revenue Helen Royal briefly reviewed the information she had gathered 


about pro-ration of personal property taxes from other counties in Virginia.  Of the 95 counties in 


Virginia, 33 do pro-ration and 62 do not.  Since Montgomery County has not done pro-ration 


before, the Commissioner explained that she would prefer to do a “test run” before going live 


with the pro-ration.  If the Commissioner’s office did six months of 2015, she believes they would 


be ready for January 1, 2016.  She also advised the Board that the additional position she had 


requested for her office was included in her FY 2016 budget request. 


 


Supervisor Gabriele sees pro-ration as a good value for the money and is something the Board 


should pursue.  Supervisor Mary Biggs asked if the Board needed to act on the matter  after going 


out of Work Session.  The County Attorney advised that the Board would need to adopt an 


ordinance to implement pro-ration for personal property taxes, but it would be wise not to adopt 


an ordinance before January in order to find out if it works first. 


 


Supervisor Gabriele asked if there was Board consensus to indicate interest in the Commissioner 


of the Revenue investigating or studying this further.  The County Administrator said if there was 


consensus of the Board to move forward with this concept, then he will include it in the budget 


that is presented to the Board.  Supervisor Gabriele indicated his willingness to go along with this 


as long as the Commissioner said there is clarity that this new position is a temporary position 


until January, until we decide to move forward with it. 


 


There was consensus from the Board for the Commissioner of the Revenue to move forward with 


testing pro-ration of personal property taxes for six months of 2015. 


 


Fieldstone Housing Development 


The County Administrator explained that this matter was listed under work session for the 


purpose of discussion.  Financial incentives the developer is seeking for this project includes   


approximately $605,000 from the Town of Blacksburg over 15 years for waived fees, and 


approximately $395,000 of in-kind value because of the use of a stormwater management facility 


that is located near the site.  Using the same assumptions for the County in terms of value, 144 


units investment of approximately $50,000 a year would result in about $7.2 million increase in 


property assessment, and if you take the annual increase over the current evaluation that would 


result in an incentive of a little less than $59,000 a year with a total of $883,000 over 15 years.   


 


Supervisor Chris Tuck asked for clarification on their request that their property tax be assessed at 


current value for the next 15 years, and what would happen if the tax rates rise.   The County 


Administrator responded that it would depend on what the Board would want to do.  The Board 


could say we will provide 15 years’ incentive based on the current rate, or you could say you’ll 


provide 15 years of incentives based on whatever the rate is for that particular year.  This is 


something that could be negotiated as a part of the package.   


 


Supervisor Tuck asked if the Board of Supervisors had ever provided similar incentives.  The 


County Administrator responded that a few years back there was a workforce housing project that 


was done on Pepper’s Ferry Road across from Bethel Elementary School.  There were several 


investors involved, but they did go through the EDA’s financing. 


 


Supervisor Mary Biggs addressed the fact that this particular project, Fieldstone Development, is 


in the Town of Blacksburg, which is a part of the County.  But if you do something that’s in one 


town, then it could be that another project would come along in Christiansburg, and we would be 
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expected to do it on the next project, and the next project, and so on.    She has another concern 


after listening to Bill Murray, who spoke earlier in this meeting during public address.  Mr. 


Murray is one of the residents in the mobile home park that will be displaced but cannot pay the 


high amount of rent that will be charged.  Supervisor Biggs thought everything had been worked 


out with the developer to relocate these residents.  She asked that a complete update be provided 


by the developer, to the Board of Supervisors. 


 


Supervisor Tuck’s understanding is that this development is not for low income, but for basically 


lower middle class and not designed for the people that are currently living in the mobile home 


park.  When he asked the developer during his presentation at an earlier meeting if the developer 


was going to pay for the move of individuals’ mobile homes over to another park, he said yes.  


Now some of the mobile homes can’t be moved because of their age and stability issues, and the 


developer did not say that he would replace them. 


 


Supervisor Bill Brown’s impression was that they had worked out moving all but about 10 of the 


mobile homes, and the developers were still negotiating with those 10 people.  He reminded the 


Board that there has been a lot of talk in both the towns and the county about the need for 


workforce housing.  In being cautious, he hopes we don’t miss the opportunity for low to 


moderate income people to have a place to live.  We need to proceed cautiously because there are 


two parts to this puzzle, one being the town of Blacksburg and the other being the County.  


Supervisor Brown agreed with Supervisor Gary Creed, that if the Board decides to move forward, 


we need to make sure that the people who live there are taken care of and not put out to the street. 


 


The County Administrator explained that he was looking for direction on whether to tentatively 


schedule a work session before Monday’s PSA meeting to further discuss this, assuming that the 


Blacksburg Town Council approves their incentive package at tomorrow’s Town Council 


meeting.    If the Town Council doesn’t take action or doesn’t approve the developer’s request for 


incentives, then there won’t be a need for the meeting. 


 


Supervisor Annette Perkins remembers that in getting these Tax Credit Incentives there is a lot of 


competitiveness  and isn’t sure if this comes through federal government or through state 


government.  She suggested that the developer needs to provide information that will clarify how 


the process works. 


 


The County Administrator recommended that, if the Town Council moves the project forward in 


some form or fashion at their meeting tomorrow, that the Board of Supervisors have this on as a 


work session item next Monday, and the developer will be asked to attend to answer questions.  If 


the Town does not move it forward tomorrow night, the County Administrator  can still forward 


some questions to the developer, but a work session will not be needed. 


 


Supervisor Biggs made a point that the Board of Supervisors needs to remember that they are 


being asked to give up potential revenue from the one and only source that brings any revenue 


into the county.  That needs to be weighed with what the good of it would be. 


 


Supervisor Matt Gabriele agreed with Supervisor Biggs’ comment, and also the comment that 


was made earlier about the development being entirely within the Town limits and the Board of 


Supervisors is being asked to intervene.   Supervisor Gabriele said he would like to see some 


alternative suggestions. 


 


The Chair summarized by saying that if nothing happens on this project the tax rate is going to 


stay the same anyway, and it might be assessed even lower with the mobile homes, so if the 
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developer did not go through with the plans, we still get the same money that we’re getting even 


if it’s the next 10 or 15 years.  So, if we keep the same money over here and have some incentives 


for them to develop it we’re getting about the same money, but eventually we will get some more 


money.  It needs to be looked at both ways. 


 


Mountain Valley Pipeline 


Max Macon, representative for Mountain Valley Pipeline (MVP) provided the following update 


to the Board of Supervisors: 


 


MVP representatives have spent the last several months talking to thousands of stake holders 


across the communities that the proposed pipeline will route through to hear their concerns and to 


carefully consider their feedback.  MVP is committed to identifying the best route with the least 


impact to landowners, environment, and cultural resources, and are currently identifying and 


evaluating some alternative routes that have been mentioned.  Those alternative options have been 


filed with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC).  They have begun contacting 


landowners in the communities that are involved in those alternate routes.  The next few months 


will be spent evaluating the alternatives from a number of different aspects: topography, 


constructability, and evaluation of the environmental, historical and cultural resources impacted.  


The decision on whether to use any or all or some of these alternatives will be made as they 


continue through the pre-filing and scoping process with FERC.  The MVP is approximately four 


months into a 24-month regulatory process with the FERC. 


 


Following a question and answer period with Board members, Mr. Macon announced that the  


expected next step would be for FERC to hold their scoping meetings.  MVP, as the applicant, 


held fourteen public open houses and FERC will come back into the communities and hold public 


meetings for Question and Answer with the FERC project manager.  The MVP representative will 


notify the Board of Supervisors when the meetings have been scheduled.  MVP will forward the 


final route report to the Board when they submit the filing to FERC, which should be in October 


2015. 


 


The next quarterly update from MVP is tentatively scheduled for the May 26, 2015 Board 


meeting.

Fieldstone Housing Development  


 


The County Administrator updated the Board on the Fieldstone Housing Development on Givens 


Lane within the Blacksburg town limits.   On February 24, 2015, the Town of Blacksburg 


approved an ordinance rezoning approximately 10.97 acres on Givens Lane from Planned 


Manufactured Home District to Planned Residential District.  The Town of Blacksburg also 


approved a resolution expressing the Town’s commitment to support the development of 


affordable housing on Givens Lane.  The Town committed to the following financial support to 


the Fieldstone Housing Development as follows:  


 


A.  Support valued at $395,258.46, by permitting the use of an existing stormwater 


management facility (including the upper basin and appmienances) on Town 


property.  


 


B.  Waiver of building permit fees for the Fieldstone development as follows: 


a. Fieldstone Senior: $12,250.00 


b. Fieldstone Family: $21,000.00 


 


C. Waiver of Water and Sewer Connection (Tap) Fees as follows: 


a. Fieldstone Senior: $275,220.00 


b. Fieldstone Family: $ 80,565.00 


 


D.  An annual grant through the Montgomery County Economic Development 


Authority for fifteen years in the amount of Town real estate taxes on the tax 


increment (the amount of future increases in the real estate tax assessment above 


the existing assessment) of the Fieldstone property which shall be determined by 


subtracting (i) the stipulated current assessed value of the Fieldstone property 


($584,000) from (ii) the future assessed value of the Fieldstone property (as 


determined by the Montgomery County Commissioner of the Revenue) on an 


annual basis, subject to annual appropriation, beginning on January 1 following 


the issuance of a final certificate of occupancy for the Development. 


 


The County Administrator reported that Montgomery County has been asked by the Fieldstone 


Housing Development to provide financial support to the project similar to the Town of 


Blacksburg in order to ensure additional points for the VHDA Tax Credit Application.   
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According to the Developer, the utilization of affordable housing tax credits is the only viable 


way to finance affordable housing. The allocation of the tax credits is a very competitive annual 


process determined by quantitative ranking procedures. Projects are awarded additional points if 


a locality provides financial incentives to encourage affordable housing. 


 


The financial support from the County that is being requested is as follows:  


 


Current property assessment of Blacksburg Estates - $584,300 


Estimated increase in property assessment -144 units @$50,000 per unit = $7,200,000 


Annual financial incentive - ($7,200,000 - $584,000)/100 X$0.89 tax rate = $58,882.40 per year 


(total financial incentive of $883,236 over 15 years) 


A resolution of financial support will be added to the Board’s March 9, 2015 agenda for
