A request by Appalachian Power Company for a Special Use Permit to allow
expansion of an 138 kv electric substation to upgrade equipment for reliability. The
property is located at 1214 Panorama Drive and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 029- A
6 (Account No. 032009) in the Mount Tabor Magisterial District (District A). The property
currently lies in an area designated as Resource Stewardship in the 2025 Comprehensive
Plan.

During our meeting on February 10, 2016, the Planning Commission discussed the applicant’s
request for Special Use Permit to allow expansion of an existing electric substation and held
the required public hearing. Commission members discussed the phasing of the project with the
applicant, the proposed construction easement, and the proposed temporary roads for work to
be performed in the transmission line easement.

There were no public comments during the hearing; however, one citizen sent a letter of
support for the project (see attached).

Upon a motion by Mr. Kroll, seconded by Mr. Katz and carried by unanimous vote (Hirt
absent), the Planning Commission found the request to be in conformance with the
Montgomery County 2025 Comprehensive Plan and recommended approval of the Special
Use Permit to allow expansion of an 138 kv electric substation to upgrade equipment for
reliability.

l. Nature of Reguest

A request by Appalachian Power Company for a special use permit to expand an existing
non-conforming electric substation. The expansion will include additional equipment and an
upgrade to address provide more reliable electric service.

Il. Location

The property is located at 1214 Panorama Drive and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 029-A-6
(Acct # 032009) in the Mount Tabor Magisterial District (District A). The 3.559 acre parcel is
zoned Agricultural (A-1) and currently lies in an area designated as Resource Stewardship in the
2025 Comprehensive Plan. The parcel is located south of Mount Tabor Rd. (Rt. 624) and north
of Panorama Dr.

All adjoining property owners were notified in compliance with the Code of Virginia and Section
10-52(3) of the Montgomery County Code.

111. Background

The existing substation was constructed in 1965 prior to the requirement for a special use permit and
is therefore considered a non-conforming use. Section 10-47(4) Nonconforming uses of the
Montgomery County zoning ordinance states that nonconforming uses shall not be expanded beyond
the lot area that it occupied on the effective date of the ordinance. The current zoning ordinance
allows electric substations by special use permit and thus would allow the expansion of the existing
substation if approved.
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1IV. 1Impacts

VI.

The proposed improvements include extending the existing yard approximately fifty (50) ft. to
the east, installing new upgraded equipment/structures, and replacing/relocating the existing
control house. Proposed structures will meet required setbacks for the zoning district.

1. Infrastructure
This proposal will have no direct impact upon infrastructure. Neither public water nor
public sewer is required for this project.

2. Aesthetics

The proposed 50 ft. pad expansion will be ground level and will not alter aesthetics. The
proposed busing station is approximately twenty-five (25) ft. in height and is compatible
with the existing structures on site. The existing control house will be removed from the
property and replaced with a new structure which will be located to an area on the
proposed slab expansion. There will be two (2) new transmission line H-frame structures
and one new monopole transmission line structure within the transmission line easement;
however, those structures are allowed by-right in the Agricultural (A1) zoning district and
are not considered part of the special use permit being requested.

Comprehensive Plan

The proposed substation is located in an area designated as Resource Stewardship in the 2025
Comprehensive Plan, which encourages the preservation of scenic and natural resources.

Section UTL 2.0 “Electric, Telecommunication and Gas Utilities Goal” states the following: “Provide for
the orderly extension of electric service, telecommunication service (land line, wireless and/or cable)
and natural gas service in a manner that supports growth and development without negatively
impacting the natural environment.”

Based on a review of the application, the substation will accomplish the above stated goal by
extending and enhancing electric service to the citizens and businesses of Montgomery County.

Analysis

The County has experienced a large amount of growth since the substation was initially constructed
in 1965. According to AEP the proposed expansion of the substation is necessary to maintain reliable
electric services to all citizens, businesses, industries, etc. located in Montgomery County and provide
for additional growth as it occurs.

Plans submitted by AEP indicate the proposed equipment improvements will be located entirely on
property already owned by Appalachian Power Company. The company has stated they are in the
process of completing the paperwork to obtain a temporary construction/grading easement due to
the topography of the site on the eastern property line from the adjoining property owner. This will
allow grading for the proposed slab expansion and eliminate the need for a retaining wall type
structure.

It should be noted that the MVP Pipeline, as currently proposed, would coincide with the existing
transmission line easement in this location. It is unknown at this time if an additional easement for
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VII.

the pipeline will be necessary. AEP does not expect the pipeline to have an impact on their proposed
upgrade.

At the time this report was issued, the Planning and GIS Services had received no inquiries for
more information regarding the request. Adjacent property owners and/or other interested
parties may also be present at the public hearing to present their views on this request.

Staff Recommendations

Since the substation has been in existence since 1965 and there do not appear to be any
additional/new impacts to surrounding land owners, conditions are not recommended at the
time of this report; however, if concerns are expressed by adjacent property owners, conditions
may be considered.

Based on the continued growth and needs of the County for reliable electric service, staff feels
expansion of the existing substation is necessary and complies with the goals outlined in the
Montgomery County 2025 Comprehensive Plan. Therefore, planning staff recommends
approval of the request to expand an existing electric substation.

Appalachian Power Company (“Appalachian”), an affiliate of American Electric Power
Company, Inc., is proposing substation improvements at its North Blacksburg Substation
(originally built in 1965) to maintain continued reliable electric service and to address the
growing electric needs in Montgomery County. The substation is located at 1214
Panorama Drive, Blacksburg, VA, 24060.

Proposed improvements are minor and comparable in character to the existing facilities
and equipment. The work generally includes expanding the existing substation yard
approximately 50 to the east (see Exhibit 1) and installing the following:

e New breakers, buswork, two H-Frame transmission line structures (approximately
60’ tall) and a control house (old control house will be removed) all located in the
existing or expanded substation yard.

o The two new transmission line H-Frames (see Exhibit 2) are needed to
bring the existing transmission line into the substation at a taller height to
allow the new electrical equipment (circuit breakers) to be installed
underneath them. The existing structures are approx. 35’ tall (see Exhibit
3) and will be removed.

e One monopole transmission structure (approximately 100’ tall) on the existing
substation property together with a minor relocation of the existing transmission
line within the existing transmission line right-of-way directly adjacent to the
substation property.

The following responses to Section 10-54(3)(g) of the Montgomery County Zoning
Ordinance and the attached exhibit provide additional details concerning Appalachian
Power Company’s proposed North Blacksburg Substation Improvements.

Whether the proposed Special Use Permit is consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan (Addressed under “3. Comprehensive Plan
Justification”).

The existing substation, which was built in 1965, is located in the land use policy
area Resource Stewardship (PLU 1.2). The Comprehensive Plan does not provide
specific location recommendations relative to electric substations improvements
but the need for additional utility facilities is addressed in the Utilities Section
(UTL 2.0) of the current plan. The proposed improvements are consistent with
the plan for the following reasons: (i) the improvements do not negatively impact
people or natural environment; (ii) the project is necessary to maintain reliable
electric service to the residences, farms, businesses and other customers in the
surrounding area served by the substation; and (iii) the improvements are entirely
contained within the existing substation property or within the existing
transmission line right-of-way (“ROW”) adjacent to the existing substation
property. Furthermore, using the existing substation and the existing ROW is
consistent with public preferences, SCC Staff guidelines, and the preference in
Code of Virginia §§ 56-46.1 and 56-259 for paralleling or utilizing existing
ROWs for transmission facilities when feasible.

Whether the proposed Special Use Permit will adequately provide for safety
from fire hazards and have effective measures of fire control.

The proposed substation facilities are required to meet the National Electric
Safety Code (NESC) requirements.

The level and impact of any noise emanating from the site, including that
generated by the proposed use, in relation to the uses in the immediate area.

There will not be any additional noise from operation of the proposed substation
equipment; consequently, the rural character will not be impacted by noise from
the proposed project operation. Noise during construction will be temporary.

" term of eight years. Obviously, Mrs. Williams excelled in her service to the citizens of
Montgomery County because she was just reclected as Clerk in November of 2015 for a new
term of office ending in December 2024. She is grateful for the support of the citizens of
Montgomery County, and thankful to be given the opportunity to continue to provide the best
service possible to the citizens of the County and the officials of the Montgomery County Circuit
Court. Never satisfied with the "status quo” Mrs. Williams intends to continue her efforts to
improve the quality of services offered by her office to the public and the Court.

Mrs, Williams is a professional, acutely aware of the responsibilities and duties she owes
to the Court and the public, and handles her duties and responsibilities accordingly. She is
unaware of the specific concerns the Board of Supervisors has regarding her attendance record
due to the non-specific nature of the request, and is therefore unable to respond to the Board's
concerns regarding her attendance record, other than to assure the Board that she spends
countless hours both in the office and outside normal office hours fulfilling the duties of her
office. To her knowledge, no Circuit Court officials have expressed concerns about the conduct
of her office. Clearly, a majority of the voters of Montgomery County felt that Mrs. Williams is
properly fulfilling the duties of her office when they recently reelected her as Clerk, and she will
continue to perform her duties to the best of her ability.

Rest assured that Mrs. Williams has consulted
with and followed the advice of trained human relations professionals in all employment matters
involving her office, and will continue to consult with such experts moving forward.

Mrs. Williams and the County of Montgomery have entered into a Memorandum of
Agreement (the "MOA™") dated April 24, 2008, concerning certain employment issues and the
supplement paid to Mrs. Williams and her deputies. Mrs. Williams is in full compliance with the

terms of that MOA and does not intend to withdraw from or terminate it. Mrs. Williams and her
employees rely upon, and expect the Montgomery County Board of Supervisors to likewise fully
comply with, the terms and spirit of that MOA, which enables the Office of the Circuit Court
Clerk to fully perform all of the services needed by the Court and the citizens of Montgomery

County.

Mrs. Williams is aware of personal attacks made against her in the media and in public
meetings. Although she is a public official, many of these statements constitute personal attacks
which exceed legitimate public comment concerning a public official. She knows that you, the
Members of the Montgomery County Board of Supervisors, are also public officials and subject
to public comment both eair and unfair and asks that you not be parties to these types of personal
attacks or allow the meetings of the Board to be a forum for such attacks rather than the
legitimate business of the County.

We hope that this letter is responsive to the Board’s requests. Mrs. Williams looks
forward to a long and productive working relationship with this Board for the mutual benefit of

the citizens of Montgomery County.

L In accordance with Section 1.4.B of the Personnel Policies Manual, Montgomery County,
Virginia, Constitutional Officers and their employees may elect to participate in the
County’s personnel policies by written agreement between the County Administrator and
the Constitutional Officer.

2. It is understood and agreed that as far as practicable, the undersigned Constitutional
Officer will follow and be guided by the Personnel Policies Manual authorized and
approved by the Board of Supervisors and/or the Courty Administrator.

3. It is also understood that the undersigned Constitutional Officer and the Board of
Supervisors do hereby agree that the undersigned Constitutional Officer shall continue to
be included as an exempt service employee within the County service in recognition of
their status as an elected official which precludes their total inclusion as a regular
employee as defined in Section 1.10 of the Personne! Policies Manual.

4. It is further understood that the undersigned Constitutional Officer and employees of this
officer will be exempt from the County’s Employee Grievance Procedure.

5. That fringe benefits and future pay and classification increases shall be set by the Board
of Supervisors with an intent to pay at least as much as the salary levels set by the
Virginia Compensation Board.

PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT

THIS PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 22nd day of February,
2016, by and between the COUNTY OF MONTGOMERY, VIRGINIA, hereinafter referred to as
the “County”, the ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OF MONTGOMERY
COUNTY, VIRGINIA, hereinafter referred to as the “EDA”, and FIELDSTONE SENIOR LP, a
Virginia limited partnership, (“FS Senior”) and FIELDSTONE FAMILY PARTNERS LP, a
Virginia limited partnership (“FS Family”) and collectively with FS SENIOR, the “Developer of
Fieldstone”);

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Developer of Fieldstone intends to develop affordable workforce and
senior housing at 401 Givens Lane in the Town of Blacksburg, County of Montgomery, Virginia,
in conformance with the zoning application approved by the Blacksburg Town Council on
February 10, 2015; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Blacksburg has provided land use approval of the Developer of
Fieldstone’s proposed affordable workforce and senior housing project and has committed to
financially supporting the project by waiving building permit, water and sewer connection fees
and by providing an annual grant over a fifteen (15) year period equal to the increased Town real
estate taxes paid by the Developer based on the increased assessment due to the Developer’s
investment; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Montgomery, Virginia (“Board of
Supervisors”) desire to promote and encourage affordable quality housing for all income levels in
the County of Montgomery; and

WHEREAS, on March 23, 2015, the Board of Supervisors adopted a Resolution expressing
the County’s commitment to support the development of affordable workforce and senior housing
on Givens Lane in the Town of Blacksburg, County of Montgomery, Virginia by agreeing, subject
to annual appropriation, to provide annual grants through the EDA based on a certain percentage
of the taxes paid by the Developer of Fieldstone due to the increased real estate assessment; and

WHEREAS, the EDA desires to promote and encourage the economic development and
vitality of the Town of Blacksburg and the County of Montgomery and assist in providing
affordable quality housing in the County by agreeing to provide the Developer of Fieldstone with
any grants submitted to the EDA by the County to support the development of affordable
workforce and senior housing in the County; and





WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the EDA approved a Resolution on February 23,
2016, agreeing to the terms of this Performance Agreement and authorized the Chairman of the
EDA to sign this Agreement on behalf of the EDA; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Montgomery, Virginia approved a
Resolution on February 22, 2016, agreeing to the terms of this Performance Agreement and
authorized Christopher A. Tuck, Chair to sign this Agreement on behalf of the County.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and obligations
herein contained and other good and valuable consideration the parties agree as follows:

1. The Developer of Fieldstone agrees to the following:

The Developer of Fieldstone specifically agrees to develop, as set forth in the
zoning application approved by the Blacksburg Town Council on February 10,
2015 (Town Ordinance 1758), in substantial conformity with the plans shown
therein and the proffers submitted as a part thereof, Age and Income Restricted
Multi-Family Residential Dwellings. The FS Family specifically agrees to develop
on the FS Family Parcel eight-four (84) units reserved for households with incomes
less than 60% Area Median Income (AMI) and FS Senior agrees to develop on the
FS Senior Parcel sixty (60) units reserved for senior households with incomes less
than 40%, 50% and 60% AM I as part of the development (“the Project”). FS Senior
and FS Family shall each certify annually to the County Administrator that these
affordable housing uses are continuing with respect to their respective parcels.

The FS Senior and FS Family agree to continuously operate and to maintain their
portions of the affordable housing project during the term of this Agreement. If the
use of a respective portion of the Project changes during the term of this Agreement
the County and the EDA shall no longer have any obligation to provide the
Performance Incentive Grants to FS Senior of FS Family, as applicable. FS Senior
and FS Family shall be responsible for paying all their annual County and Town
taxes owed for the calendar year prior to receiving any Performance Incentive
Grants from the County and the EDA.

The Developer of Fieldstone shall obtain site plan and building permit approval
from the Town of Blacksburg to construct sixty (60) senior residences and eighty-
four (84) affordable workforce residences on 401 Givens Lane. The Developer of
Fieldstone shall certify to the County that FS Senior and FS Family have been
awarded Federal Low Income Housing Tax Credits eligible for affordable housing
development and has obtained approval from a reputable financial institution
agreeing to finance the construction of the buildings and appurtenant site
improvements. The Developer shall provide the County with a copy of the plan of
development (including a conceptual elevation and site plan for the purposed

housing and associated improvements prepared by a registered engineer or land
surveyor) approved by the Town that provides for the construction of eight-four
(84) units reserved for affordable workforce households and sixty (60) units
reserved for senior households on the Fieldstone Property. The Developer of
Fieldstone shall certify to the County that the existing mobile home tenants on the
Project site have been relocated to the satisfaction of the Town of Blacksburg.

The Developer of Fieldstone agrees to begin construction of the Project within One
Hundred Eighty (180) days of obtaining site plan approval from the Town of
Blacksburg, subject to force majeure events or written agreement of the parties
extending such time period.

The Developer shall substantially complete the construction of the project and the
associated improvements in substantial accordance with the approved conceptual
elevation and site plan and obtain the required Certificate of Occupancy from the
Town within twenty-four (24) months from the date construction begins, subject to
force majeure events or written agreement of the parties extending such time period.

. The County agrees to the following:

The County agrees to provide, subject to annual appropriation by the Board of
Supervisors, to the EDA funding for a Performance Incentive Grant over a nine (9)
year grant period. The Grant shall not exceed a total payout of Four Hundred
Twelve Thousand, One Hundred Eighteen Dollars ($412,118) over the nine year
period with year one beginning on January 1 following the issuance by the Town
of Blacksburg of the final Certificate of Occupancy for the Development. The
Performance Incentive Grant shall be as follows:

(1) In years 1-5, subject to annual appropriation by the Board of
Supervisors, the annual grant shall be based on 100% of the Real Estate Taxes
paid to the County by the Developer of Fieldstone that were assessed based on
the increased real estate assessment of up to $7,200,000 above and beyond the
stipulated current assessed value of the Fieldstone property of $658,000
allocated as follows: (i) $397,824.20 for the 6.630 acre parcel acquired by FS
Senior (the “FS Senior Parcel”) and (ii) $260,175.80 for the 4.336 acre parcel
acquired by FS Family (“the FS Family Parcel”) due to the Developer of
Fieldstone affordable workforce and senior housing project, not to exceed a
maximum annual grant in any of the years 1-5 of $58,874.

(2) In year 6, subject to annual appropriation by the Board of Supervisors,
the annual grant shall be based on 80% of the Real Estate Taxes paid to the
County by the Developer of Fieldstone that were assessed based on the
increased real estate assessment of up to $7,200,000 above and beyond the
stipulated current assessed value for the FS Senior Parcel and FS Family Parcel
stated above in paragraph 2(a)(1), not to exceed a maximum annual
Performance Incentive Grant in year 6 of $47,099.

(3) Inyear 7, subject to annual appropriation by the Board of Supervisors,
the annual grant shall be based on 60% of the Real Estate Taxes paid to the
County by the Developer of Fieldstone that were assessed based on the
increased real estate assessment of up to $7,200,000 above and beyond the
stipulated current assessed value for the FS Senior Parcel and the FS Family
Parcel stated above in paragraph 2 (a)(1) not to exceed a maximum annual
performance incentive in year 7 of $35,324.

(4) In year 8, subject to annual appropriation by the Board of Supervisors,
the annual grant shall be based on 40% of the Real Estate Taxes paid to the
County by the Developer of Fieldstone that were assessed based on the
increased real estate assessment of up to $7,200,000 above and beyond the
stipulated current assessed value for the FS Senior Parcel and FS Family Parcel
stated above in paragraph 2 (a)(1), not to exceed a maximum annual grant in
year 8 of $23,550.

(5) In year 9, subject to annual appropriation by the Board of Supervisors,
the annual grant shall be based on 20% of the Real Estate Taxes paid to the
County by the Developer of Fieldstone that were assessed based on the
increased real estate assessment of up to $7,200,000 above and beyond the
stipulated current assessed value for the FS Senior Parcel and FS Family Parcel
stated above in paragraph 2 (a)(1), not to exceed a maximum annual grant in
year 9 of $11,775.

The County shall provide to the EDA the required funding for the Performance
Incentive Grant each year subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement
and annual appropriation by the Board of Supervisors. The County shall provide
the EDA the required funding for the Performance Incentive Grant only after FS
Senior and FS Family, respectively, have paid the full amount of the assessed Town
and County real estate taxes due.

The EDA agrees to the following:

The EDA agrees within thirty days of receipt of the annual Performance Incentive
Grant funding from the County to disburse the Grant funding proceeds to FS Senior
and FS Family respectively consistent with the terms and conditions of this
Agreement as requested by the County.

The EDA shall have no obligation to the Developer of Fieldstone to provide the
Performance Incentive Grant if the County does not first appropriate the proceeds
and provide the EDA with the funds. The EDA’s only obligation to the Developer
of Fieldstone under this Performance Agreement is to provide the Developer with
the Performance Incentive Grant funds that were provided to the EDA by the
County.





4. This Performance Agreement shall be governed by, construed, interpreted and the
rights of the parties determined in accordance with the applicable laws of the United
States and the Commonwealth of Virginia. The venue for any dispute between the
parties relating to this Performance Agreement shall be exclusively state courts of
competent jurisdiction in Montgomery County, Virginia or the United States District
Court, Western District of Virginia, Roanoke, Virginia.

6. This Agreement may be assigned by FS Senior or FS Family (only as to such party’s
respective rights and obligations) without the written consent of the EDA or the County
to an entity wholly owned by such party so long as the new entity expressly assumes
the obligations herein and remains fully liable under this Performance Agreement.

7. This Agreement embodies the entire understanding of the parties, there being no
promises or undertakings, written or oral, other than those expressly set forth herein.
This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia.

8. Each party shall execute and deliver, or cause to be executed and delivered, any and all
instruments, documents and conveyances, and take any and all action as shall be
necessary or convenient, required to vest in each party all rights, interests and benefits
intended to be conferred in and under this Agreement.

9. This Agreement may be executed in Counterparts, each one of which, when all parties
have signed, may be conformed and shall constitute an original document.

10. This Agreement shall be binding on the parties, their respective successors and assigns.





11. This Agreement is the full and complete agreement between the parties and no
amendment or modification can be made to this Agreement unless and until it is
reduced to writing and executed and delivered by all parties.
