A-51, 51A (Parcel ID: 018326) in the Prices Fork Magisterial District. The property currently lies
in an area designated as Village Expansion in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan and further
designated as Low Density Residential in the Prices Fork Village Plan.

During our meeting on December 14, 2016, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the
applicant’s request for a Special Use Permit (SUP) to allow a Contractor’s Storage Yard to bring an existing
nonconforming use into conformity. The owner wishes to construct a garage and three sheds to
compliment the use of the site for a landscaping operation; however the SUP is required before additional
structures can be allowed.

Commission members discussed the project with staff and the applicant, expressing concern that limiting
the hours of operation and the number of employee vehicles with SUP conditions #2 and #3 may be too
restrictive upon the applicant and limit his opportunity for future expansion of the business. Staff spoke
with the Commission about the Special Use Permit process being a case-by-case review and balancing the
existing business use in a residential neighborhood through the use of conditions.

There were no public comments during the hearing.

Upon a motion by Mr. Foster, seconded by Mr. Katz and carried by unanimous vote, the Planning
Commission found the request to be in conformance with the Montgomery County 2025 Comprehensive
Plan and recommended approval of the Special Use Permit to allow a Contractor’s Storage Yard with the
following amended conditions:

1. This Special Use Permit authorizes use of the property for contractor’s storage yard. Site shall be
developed substantially in conformance with the concept plan submitted with the application
materials entitled “Special Use Permit,” dated September 21, 2016 and prepared by James Ulmer
and Tom McMurray.

NATURE OF REQUEST

The applicant, 1575 Thomas Lane, LLC (Agent: James Ulmer) is requesting a Special Use Permit
on 6.521 acres zoned Agricultural (A-1) to bring an “existing non-conforming use” into conformity
and allow expansion of the contractor’s storage yard for construction of additional structures on

the property.

LOCATION

The subject property is located at 1575 Thomas Lane and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 052-A-51,
51A (Parcel ID: 018326) in the Prices Fork Magisterial District. Also located on the property is a
residence occupied by the owner and addressed as 1573 Thomas Lane. The parcels referenced
here (identified hereafter as “the property”) currently lies in an area designated as Village Expansion
in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan and further designated as Low Density Residential in the Prices Fork
Village Plan.

BACKGROUND

Both the applicant and the previous owners, Darrell and Sheri Dorn, approached the Zoning
Administrator in 2015 regarding zoning confirmation of the property described above. The Dorns
owned the property, previously known as Meadowbrook Nursery, where they grew, sold and
installed landscaping plants and materials since the 1970's.

Upon completing the research, a Zoning Confirmation letter was issued to James Ulmer on
November 23, 2015 (copy attached). The letter detailed the general guidelines whereby the
applicant purchased the property with a “legal nonconforming use” designation per Section 10-
47(4) of County Code.

IMPACTS

This Special Use Permit (SUP) is requested by the applicant to bring an “existing non-conforming
use” into conformance and to allow construction of additional structures on the property.

All properties adjoining the applicant’s property are currently zoned Agricultural (A-1).

e To the North — a five-acre wooded parcel.

e Further North - Smith Acres Subdivision consisting of 13 lots on which there is a mixture of
single-family dwellings and duplex units. The lots are approximately one-third to one-half
acre in size.

e To the South — four and one/half acre parcel with a single-family residence.

e To the East — J. W. Shepherd Subdivision lots, less than one acre in size, containing single-
family dwellings.

e To the West — a 56 acre wooded parcel lying between the applicant’s property and Prices
Fork Road.

The impacts associated with the requested Special Use Permit are discussed below.

Transportation

the property is accessed by a single entrance, permitted by Virginia Department of Transportation

reviewed the commercial entrance and made suggestions to improve safety.

Infrastructure

Bob Fronk, PSA Director, has confirmed the existing residence at 1573 Thomas Lane is served by
county water. The applicant indicates there is a well serving the office at 1575 Thomas Lane and
for watering plants. The residence and office are connected to a septic system. The office
contains a restroom for the public.

Schools
This development has no immediate impact to Montgomery County Public Schools.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
The subject property is in an area designated “Rural” in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan.

The Comprehensive Plan defines Rural as areas of the County as those areas not generally served
by public utilities, where agricultural and rural residential uses are predominant and should be
preserved and stabilized. These areas include low-density rural residential subdivisions and active
agriculture on secondary agricultural soils. Agricultural uses in these areas are often fragmented
and subject to encroaching rural residential development.

The Rural Area Land Use policy (1.3.1-a) states the preferred land uses in Rural Areas are rural
residential development and agriculture. Rather than promoting new rural residential
development in Rural Areas, the County seeks to maintain the rural character of existing rural
residential developments. The County also seeks to maintain existing agricultural uses in Rural
Areas.

Rural Area Land Use policy (1.3.1-e) addresses non-agricultural uses, “New non-agriculturally
based industrial and commercial uses will generally be discouraged in Rural Areas, unless the use
is compatible in scale and intensity with agricultural and rural residential uses and poses no threat
to public health, safety and welfare.”

The Prices Fork Village Plan designates the property as Low Density Residential; however, the
property has been used as a nursery, where the owners raised, sold and installed landscaping
plants and materials since the 1970’s. No additional residential use is proposed at this time.

Given the site is proposed to be used in a manner consistent with the previous years of operation
and is compatible in scale and intensity within the existing community, the use does qualify for
consideration of a Special Use Permit to allow a contractor’s storage yard in an Agricultural (A-1)
District.

ANALYSIS

This Special Use Permit is requested by the applicant to bring an existing nonconforming use into
conformance. Currently the applicant is utilizing the property as a Contractor’s Storage Yard by
operating a landscaping business. The SUP is required to bring the property into conformance prior
to construction of additional buildings.

The business operation does not appear to negatively impact the community because of existing
mature trees providing screening and lower topography that contributes to decreased visibility from
adjoining properties and Thomas Lane. The applicant also proposes to add screening if the SUP is
approved. The site primarily serves as a staging area for offsite landscaping improvements along with
some plant production. A shed on site stores tools and materials. A greenhouse on site temporarily
stores plant materials prior to installation. The proposed garage and three (3) additional sheds will
provide for indoor storage of tools and equipment as well as repair of vehicles and equipment used by
the contractor.

During the peak landscaping seasons of spring, summer and fall the applicant may employ upwards
of fifteen (15) people. During the winter, off season the number is much lower as the company
provides limited services such as snow removal. Per the Virginia Department of Professional
Occupation and Regulation website, Back to Nature Landscaping, LLC was initially certified on May
19, 2014 as a “Class C” contractor with the following specialties: Commercial Building (CBC),
Landscape Service (LSC), and Residential Building (RBC).

The proposed Special Use Permit changes will not present a significant change in land use when
compared to the existing potential use. The existing and proposed vegetation and topography
provide a natural buffer for the site. The existing entrances have been landscaped. The applicant
plans to continue offering retail sales and materials onsite.

1. Completed Application Form & Justification Statement

My names is James Ulmer, Owner, of Back to Nature Landscaping, LLC. | grew up in Bridgewater, Virginia.
After graduating high school in 2009, | moved to Blacksburg, Virginia to attend Virginia Tech University to
study Horticulture. Getting settled into school-and the community | started doing odd jobs for residents. |
started getting pretty busy and decided to re-brand the company and started Back to Nature Landscaping,
LLC in September of 2013. From 2010-2014 | was running the company out of my apartment until | came
across 1575 Thomas Ln. (Meadowbrook Gardens) in Blacksburg, Virginia. After meeting the property owner'’s,
Darrell & Sheri Dorn, | was very interested in purchasing it, since they offered the same services as Back to
Nature. | started renting the property in 2015 and obtained a zoning verification letter (attached) from the
Dorn's. In January 2016, | purchased the property from the Dorn’s.

Meadowbrook Gardens, owned by the Dorn's was a full retail business and its services included maintenance,
landscaping and construction. Back to Nature plans to use the property for the exact same use while always
maintaining and improving it. We have been cleaning up the property by removing all previous trash, brush
and invasive species. We have touched up all previous graveled areas and added a cover to the greenhouse.
Our operating hours are from sun up to sundown. We are committed to operating only during daylight hours
and will close doors no later than sunset. We have 8-13 employees depending on the season. The existing
traffic pattern and parking is very orderly and efficient. All parking, vehicles, equipment and material are
screened from view of the surrounding properties. To better improve the property as a whole and to benefit
everyone we are proposing to add two structures to store trucks, equipment, tools and material in (refer to # 1
2,4 & 5 on the concept plan.) Please refer to the concept plan to see proposed and existing buildings.

In the Concept plan you will find we are proposing to build two structures (1: Garage, 2, 4, & 5: Open pole
barn) and add more landscaping screening in winter of 2016/17. The Garage will be used to store tools and
work on trucks and equipment. The open pole barns will be used to store trucks, equipment, and material.
Existing lighting is in place for safety and security purposes and we will be adding a security system as well.
Lighting/glare can’t be seen from surrounding properties. Fire extinguishers will be placed in strategic places
in case of an emergency. With the addition of these improvements we will not be expanding our employees,
traffic, operating hours or noise levels. We are just improving what we currently have and operate out of to
make it more aesthetically pleasing and efficient.

The construction of the buildings and property improvements will promote converiience to the public by
helping reduce noise and also adding better screen material, equipment and trucks from surrounding
properties and the public. By adding the buildings it will make our yard more aesthetically pleasing to both the
public and employees. Our proposed plan will not result in the preservation or destruction, loss or damage of
any topography or physical, natural, scenic, archaeological or historic features of significant importance. There
will be no effect on groundwater supply or the structural capacity of the soil. By cleaning up the property,
taking out invasive species, planting trees, shrubs and native wildlife areas along the outskirts of the property
will help erosion, water and air quality.

Our plan is in compliance with all building and lot requirements, and availability of water and
sewer.

Our plan does not require additional roadways or entrances. The existing entrance has been
approved by VDOT (see attached).

both the house and office. Well water is used in the public restroom and to water all plant
materials.

-We do not generate very much noise at all other than trucks and equipment running and
occasionally working on them. By building the proposed building it will help reduce noise
since we can work on vehicles and equipment indoors.

4. The glare or light that may be generated by the proposed use in relation to uses in the
immediate area.
-All existing lighting is placed in strategic locations to light up parking areas and around our
building. This helps with safety for employees and customers and security issues. All
lighting is pointed downwards and does not glare or affect neighboring properties in any
way.

5. The propesed location, lighting and type of signs in relation to the proposed use, uses in the
area, and the sign requirements of this Ordinance.
-There is an existing sign location at the front entrance that we will install a Back to Nature
sign that will not exceed the maximum dimensions ( approx 4'x5’). A zoning/building permit
will be obtained prior to updating the sign.

6. The compatibility of the proposed use with other existing or proposed uses in the
neighborhood, and adjacent parcels.
- All properties surrounding our space are wooded or overgrown other than the property to
the south and directly across the street. Both of these properties are residential houses.
Both are screened with plants so residents can't see into our property.

(a) Erosion and Siltation: The Contractor shall exercise every reasonable precaution, inchiding
temporary and permanent measures, throughout the duration of the project to control erosion
and prevent siltation of adjacent lands, rivers, streams, wetlands, lakes, and impoundments.
Sittation control measures shall be applied to erodible material exposed by any activity
associated with construction, including clearing and grubbing, but not limited to local mateial
sources, stockpiles, disposal areas, and haul roads.

The Coniractor shall comply with the requirements of Section 301.02 of the Specifications.
Shouid the Contractor as a result of negligence or noncompliance leave an area exposed
more than 15-days, the cost of temporary seeding and or mulching shall be at Contractor's
own expense. If the delay is due to circumstances beyond the Contractor’s control, the
Department will be responsible for the expense.

Temporary measures shall be ccordinated with work to ensure effective, and continuous
erosion and siltation control. Permanent erosion control measures and drainage facilities
shall be installed as the work progresses.

The Contractor shall have, within the limits of the project, an employee certified by the
Department of Conservation and Recreation in Erosion and Sediment Control who shali
inspect erosion and - siltation control devices and measures for proper installation and
deficiencies immediately after each rainfall, at least daily during prolonged rainfal, ard
weekly when no rainfall event occurs. Deficiencies shall be corrected immediately. Failure
on the part of the Contractor to maintain appropriate erosion and siltation controt devices in a
functioning condition may result in the Engineer notifying the Contractor in writing of specific
deficiencies. If the Contractor fails to correct or take aporopriate actinns 0 cormct the
specified deficiencies within 24-hours after receipt of such notification, the Department may
do one or more of the following, require the Contractor to suspend work in other areas and
concentrate efforts toward correcting the specified deficiencies, hold progress estimates, or
praceed to correct the specified deficiencies and deduct the entire cost of such work from
monies due the Contractor. Failure of the Contractor to maintain a certified Erosion and
Sediment Control employee within the limits of the project will result in the Engineer
suspending work refated to any land disturbing activity until such time as a certified Erosion
and Sediment Control employee is present on the project.

Section 107.14(b)1. Water of the Specifications is amended to include the following:

Construction operations near rivers, streams, or impoundments may be subject to water quality
permit jurisdiction. Clearing and grubbing within 100-feet of the limits of ordinary high water will
not be permitted until authorized by the Engineer. Once started, work in a jurisdictional area shall
be continuously prosecuted until compileted.

In response to your request for information regarding the above-referenced property previously known
as Meadowbrook Nursery, currently owned by Darrell C. and Sheri T. Dorn, 1103 Lake Placid Drive,
Griffin, GA 30224, we have researched our files and present the following information:

1. Zoning: The current zoning classification for the subject property is Agricultural (A-1). All
adjacent properties are zoned Agricultural (A-1).

2. Use: According to the zoning ordinance and regulations of this district, the use of the subject
property for a nursery is a permitted use allowed by-right. The Montgomery County: Zoning
Ordinance defines Agriculture as follows:

Agriculture: The use of land for purposes of raising plants and animals useful to humans, including
field crops, pasture, fruits, vegetables, floral and greenhouse products, sod, viticulture, silviculture,
aquaculture, apiculture, poultry and other fowl, horses and other livestock, including owning,
breeding, leasing, training and recreational usage of livestock, and the necessary accessory uses for
packing, storing and treating produce, equipment and materials, including primary processing and
storage of agricultural goods produced on the premises for distribution to final processing plants and
markets; provided, however, that the necessary accessory uses shall be secondary to that of the main
agricultural activities. The term does not include processing plants, livestock markets and slaughter
houses.

It appears that the dwelling was constructed in 1945. Zoning and building permits were
obtained in 2000 for the construction of a greenhouse. Except for the greenhouse, staff could
locate no other permits for the house, “office” or the storage building located in the northeast
corner of the property. The location of any future buildings or structures on the subject
property shall require an approved zoning and building permit (unless exempted by Code).

3. Conformance: Per the current zoning ordinance and regulations applicable to the subject
property, the property is currently in compliance. This statement excludes any reference to
regulations applicable to the Building Codes, Erosion and Sediment Control, and Stormwater
Management.

During our meeting on December 14" the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the applicant’s request for
rezoning 23.78 acres from Residential Multi-Family (RM1) to Manufacturing Light (M-L), with a special use permit
to allow a contractor’s service establishment. Commissioners felt the proposed use was consistent with the
Montgomery County 2025 Comprehensive Plan as well as the Plum Creek Village Plan, and that the proposed
rezoning meets the goals and objectives of the future land use for this area.

There were no speakers from the public during the hearing.

Commission members discussed the potential uses allowed if the special use permit was void in the future; however,
felt the proffered conditions associated with the M-L zoning adequately addressed those concerns.

Upon a mation, duly seconded and carried by a 9-0 vote, the Planning Commission voted to recommend approval of
the application to the Board of Supervisors with the following proffered conditions:

l. NATURE OF REQUEST

The applicant, Twin Creeks Mobile Home Estates, Inc. (Agent: Gay and Neel, Inc.) is requesting to rezone
a total of 23.78 acres from Residential Multi-family (RM-1) to Manufacturing Light (M-L), with a special
use permit, to allow contractor’s service establishment with outdoor storage.

1. LOCATION

The subject property is located on the south side of Rock Road, approximately 0.56 miles from the
intersection of Rock Road (Rte. 688) and Radford Road (Rte. 11); identified as Tax Parcel No. 090-A-5 (Parcel ID:
019380) in the Riner Magisterial District. The properties directly adjoining the applicant’s parcel are currently
zoned Agricultural A-1 and consist of forested land and residential dwellings on lots ranging in size from
0.75 to 12 acres.

111. BACKGROUND

In 2005, the parcel was rezoned from Agricultural (A1) to Residential Multi-family (RM-1) with
proffered conditions to allow the development of townhomes. Shortly after the rezoning, economic
conditions worsened. The property was excavated and two (2) entrances were installed. Currently, the
property is vacant and remains undeveloped.

V. IMPACTS

The proposed use of the property, if the rezoning and special use permit application is granted, is to
allow the development of contractor service establishment with outside storage. The proposed
development includes an office building, with attached wash bay, and 2.9 acres of outside storage area.





Twin Creeks Mobile Home Estates, LLC Rezoning Request

Given that the existing Residential (RM1) designation would allow up to sixty (60) townhomes, based upon
the approved concept plan, the requested use and zoning appears to have less impact in regards to
transportation, schools, and water/sewer usage than the previously permitted use.

Transportation

Following the previous rezoning approval, two (2) commercial entrances were constructed to meet
VDOT requirements for the townhomes with an estimated traffic count of 600 vehicle trips per day. VDOT
issued a letter dated December 1, 2016 stating the existing access points were adequate and met
commercial entrance standards. The proposed use as a contractor service establishment with outside
storage should generate approximately 50 vehicle trips per day thus resulting in a reduction of potential
impacts to traffic. A VDOT Land Use Permit would not be required unless utility connections require work
to be performed in the right of way.

Infrastructure

Bob Fronk, PSA Director, issued a letter on November 4, 2016 stating the property does have
access to public water and sewer Plans for the public water and sewer connections will be reviewed
and permitted through site plan process, ensuring that the infrastructure meets the PSA’s
requirements for connection.

Schools

In 2005, the townhome development was expected to generate 36 new students to the Auburn
school strand. Given the commercial nature of this development, there will be no immediate impact to
Montgomery County Public Schools if approved.

Environment

The subject property does not lie within a FEMA designated flood zone and is not located in an area
known for shrink swell soils. There is a stream along the front portion of the property adjacent to Rock
Rd. That area has been noted on the concept plan as a conserved canopy/existing landscape buffer.
Currently, it does not appear the area would be disturbed; however, consideration should be given to
maintaining the quality and flow of the stream.

Aesthetics

Currently, the property has a large forested area at the rear of the property; deciduous trees provide
a buffer, except for winter months; and the topography of the property creates a “bowl” type area that
would be utilized for the development. However, with such a large area (2.9 acres) being utilized for
outdoor storage of materials/equipment, items will likely be visible from Rock Road and adjoining
properties. Consideration needs to be given to minimize the visual impact of the outdoor storage yard.

The proposed structure is 60’ x 40’ with an attached 30’ x 40’ wash bay. At the time of this report, the

applicant has not provided any proposed building construction details.

V. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The subject property is in an area designated “Village Expansion” in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan.

According to section PLU 1.6.3 of the Montgomery County Comprehensive Plan:

Village Expansion Areas are intended to provide an alternative to scattered rural
residential development and to provide an opportunity to enhance the vitality of existing
Villages by providing for compatible expansions of residential and employment uses.
Village expansion areas are adjacent to existing villages where appropriate new
development can be accommodated while retaining the viability and character of the
historic village core. ...A mix of appropriately scaled residential, non-residential and
community uses are anticipated in Village Expansion Areas.

The site is further described as “High Density Residential” within the Plum Creek Village Plan.

The Village Plan for Plum Creek was adopted in 2007 and development at that time was anticipated to
be high density residential. Since that time, several factors have changed the potential development
patterns for this area of Plum Creek. Staff feels the proposed use can be justified in the current location
based on the following reasons below:

In 2011, approximately 237 acres along the 177 Corridor (181 Exit 109 interchange) was
designated as an Urban Development Area (UDA) to promote growth.

In the Village Assumptions Analysis the plan states “Any future industrial and commercial
development should occur well above the flood elevation levels which define much of the current
commercial area of Plum Creek.”. This proposed site is outside of the flood zone.

Village Plan Section PCV 4.1.2 Light Manufacturing states that the County should “Encourage
village scale light manufacturing, which creates local jobs...”

Section PCV 4.1.1 New Business District. Encourages the relocation and development of a new
village mixed use district along U.S. Route 11 between the Rock Road intersection and the
Radford city limits, outside of the floodplain. While this property is not located along Route 11, it
is in proximity to this area. Since the adoption of the Village Plan there have been developments
to surrounding properties that would indicate the business district would expand toward to the
177 Corridor in addition to or in place of the proposed district between Rock Road and Radford
City. Examples include:

o In 2008, City of Radford designated a large portion of the Rock Road to Tyler
Road (Route 177) area as a Commercial/Business Corridor in their
“Comprehensive Plan 2030".

o New River Recycling has opened two (2) locations on either side of this
proposed property. One of those locations is on Rock Rd. in the City of Radford.

o0 The majority of the Route 11 Corridor into Radford was designated as
Residential Conservation by the City of Radford in their adopted
“Comprehensive Plan 2030”.

The proposal appears consistent with the Planning and Land Use chapter of the Montgomery County
2025 Comprehensive Plan and with the flexibility guidelines would comply with the Plum Creek Village Plan
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RZ-2016-14571
December 15, 2016

“in spirit and action”. As proposed, this development meets the goals and objectives of the future land use
for this area and does qualify for consideration of rezoning.

VI. ANALYSIS

The subject parcel qualifies for rezoning with revised proffers per 10-31 of the Montgomery County
Code. The proposed rezoning is a logical approach given topography of the site, nature of the soils, and
proximity to the 177 Corridor and Route 11.

The proposed zoning changes has the potential to provide a much less intensive use than the

previously approved townhome development. Consideration does need to be given to the following:

1. The rezoning would allow for a wide range of uses in the Light Manufacturing (ML) zoning district.
Some of these uses (while not currently proposed) could create additional impacts not discussed
in the report.

2. The previously approved rezoning included a proffered concept plan and narrative limiting the
building area of the property thus preserving the forested property in the rear as open space,
and eliminating the potential for construction near the stream.

3. Conditions can be applied to the special use permit allowing a Contractor’s Service Establishment
with outdoor storage. These conditions will apply only to the SUP portion of the approval.

4. The existing vegetation (if maintained) and topography provide a natural buffer for the majority
site. The existing entrances have been landscaped and sufficiently maintained to be aesthetically
pleasing. The site has been prepared for development and no additional land disturbance will be
necessary.

VIlI. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning of 23.78 acres from Residential Multi-Family
(RM-1) to Manufacturing Light (M-L) with the following proffered conditions minimizing the potential
impacts of development:

1. The property shall be limited in its potential uses. The following uses (allowed under (ML zoning)

shall be disallowed on this property:
e Crematorium

Flex industrial use
Homeless Shelter
Laundry, dry cleaning plant
Manufacture of musical instruments, toys, novelties, rubber and metal stamps
Manufacture of pottery and figurines or other similar ceramic products, using only previously
pulverized clay and kilns fired only by electricity or gas.

e Manufacturing compounding, processing, packaging or treatment of such products as bakery
goods, candy, cosmetics, dairy products, drugs, perfumes, pharmaceuticals, perfumed toilet
soap, toiletries, food and tobacco products.

2. Land disturbance will be limited to within the already disturbed/developed area and up to 50’ outside
of those limits.

Staff further recommends approval of the special use permit to allow a contractor service
establishment with outside storage subject to the following conditions:

1.

The contractor service establishment with outdoor storage shall be developed
substantially in conformance with the concept plan submitted with the application
materials entitled “Shady Ridge Business Park”, dated October 14, 2016 and prepared
by Gay & Neel, Inc.

The existing canopy/landscape buffer on the northern side of the property adjoining
Rock Road and the 40 foot canopy/landscape buffer on the eastern and western portion
of the property shall be maintained or replaced with a Type 4 bufferyard.

The north side of the proposed storage area should be adequately buffered from view
from Rock Road. This buffer may include evergreens and/or structural screening.
Items stored outside shall only be located in the area identified as the “gravel storage
area” on the concept plan.

Access gates shall be maintained or fencing shall be installed around the proposed
storage area to prevent access from the public.

At the time this report was issued, the Planning and GIS Services office has received one inquiry
regarding this request. Adjoining property owners were notified in accordance with Montgomery County
Code Section 10-52(3). Consideration should be given to adjacent property owners and/or other interested
citizens attending the public hearing to express their views regarding this request.

Comprehensive Plan Justification Statement

The following submittal is a rezoning application for Tax Parcel 90-(A)-5 (Parcel ID 019380) located at Rock
Road, Christiansburg, Virginia. The Owner, Twin Creeks Mobile Home Estates Inc., wishes to rezone the
existing parcel from RM-1, Multi-Family Residential, to M-L, Manufacturing Light, in order to develop a
contractor storage yard and office / garage building.

The Comprehensive Plan Policy Map designation is “High Density Residential” for this parcel. The
comprehensive plan does indicate that “commercial and industrial development” as well as “development
in village areas” are high-priority items for county residents. Additionally, the Plum Creek village plan calls
specifically for Light Manufacturing (PCV 4.12), stating “Encourage village scale light manufacturing, which
creates local jobs”.

Additional Rezoning Requirements

A contractor storage yard has been developed less than half a mile down the street on Rock Road within
the past decade. No critical features are listed on the parcel, and it has ready access to transportation
and water / sewer infrastructure on Rock Road. As the site can connect to Rte 177 and Rte 11 via Rock
Road, any increase in traffic should not have an impact on surrounding neighborhoods.

No effect is anticipated on the groundwater supply or the structural capacity of the soils. The property
could be used for high-density residential and under its current zoning. Nonetheless, a contractor storage
yard will encourage economic development in the area by providing employment opportunities and
enlarging the tax base. The rezoning should have no effect, positive or negative, on the future of
agriculture, industry or business in future growth.

The way the site lays, the storage yard will be tucked away from the road, surrounded by woods with
limited visibility from neighboring properties. As the site has already been “rough graded” and has
existing entrances onto Rock Road, very little impact will be noticed by the neighbors. The main difference
is that during work hours the site will be in use as opposed to vacant.

Additional Special Use Permit Requirements

e The storage yard will be mostly composed of gravel with a small building. Proper fire safety
precautions will be taken with any equipment in storage and in designing the building.

e The site will not generate excessive noise, most of which will come from truck traffic.

e There should be no concerns due to light due to the vast amount of existing tree canopy shielding
this property from others. Additionally, storage yards do not require much light.

e Minimal signage and lighting will be required and can easily comply with the requirements of the
County’s Ordinance.
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A Contractor Storage Yard should blend well with the existing adjacent residential uses as the only
noticeable impact by neighbors will be seeing trucks pull in and out of the site. Since the site is
tucked mostly out of sight, very little activity will be noticed by neighbors.

See Concept Plan for building location on site. Building composition is being determined by the
Owner at this time.

Much existing landscaping exists on the site, on all 4 sides of the storage yard area, and is to be
preserved during construction.

The proposed development would begin within the next year, once site plans are approved. The
duration would be as long as economically viable.

The proposed SUP will neither preserve nor destroy any significant features.

The proposed SUP will not contribute to the welfare or convenience of the public as this is a
private use and will not be noticed by most.

The use will generate some additional truck traffic, but will be well served by the existing
transportation infrastructure on Rock Road, Rte 11, and Rte 177.

The proposed SUP should be served adequately by the existing public services.

No effect is anticipated on groundwater supply.

No effect is anticipated on the structural capacity of the soils.

The proposed use will have no detrimental effect on orderly and safe road development and
transportation.

The proposed use should have no detrimental environmental effects.

The proposed use would provide desirable employment and enlarge the tax base by taking a
vacant lot and making it productive.

The proposed use should have no effect on the needs of agriculture industry, and business in
future growth.

The proposed use will have no effect in enhancing affordable shelter opportunities.

The storage yard will be outdoors in the location shown on the Concept Plan.

Much of the site will remain undisturbed, but there is no officially designated open space.

No major floodplains exist on-site. There are some steep slopes beyond the storage yard, but
they are stable.

Site does not contain any existing non-conforming uses or structures; it is vacant.

Site does not contain any fuel or fuel storage.

See concept plan for structure location; no anticipated accessory uses or structures.

Only one use is proposed on site.

Site will likely operate during typical business hours.

Location of parking spaces is shown on the concept plan. Screening is for the entire yard.
Entrances will be gated (type of gate TBD), see concept plan.

Number of employees is unknown at this time. Site is anticipated to have minimal staffing on site.
All known infrastructure is currently shown on the concept plan.

Thessite is sufficiently large and we do not anticipate the use would generate any odors that would
get beyond the site boundaries.
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e The proposed use should have a negligible impact on existing neighborhood and school areas,
both during and after construction.

Evidence of Water Supply and Sewage Disposal

Site is served by public water and sewer.

David Clarke, Resident Engineer, updated the Board of Supervisors on road issues/projects in
Montgomery County as follows:

Board of Supervisors inquiries:

Supervisor Sheppard asked Mr. Clarke for an update on the residents request for Big Vein Road
to be added to the Board’s Rural Addition Priority List. Mr. Clarke reported that VDOT is
working with the Planning Department to determine if the required right-of-way has been
granted. It is his understanding that there is a new property owner for the lot on the corner where
the previous property owner refused to grant the right-of-way.

Supervisor Perkins asked how long it would take to review the request to restrict truck traffic on
Mt. Tabor Road. Mr. Clarke explained that since the road runs through Montgomery County and
Roanoke County that each respective Board would have to hold a public hearing and to provide
alternate routes. He recommended that representatives from both Boards meet to discuss the
options.

Supervisor Perkins also asked about the community meeting on the South Main Street/460
intersection. Mr. Clarke stated that this meeting is being held by the Town of Blacksburg.
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PUBLIC HEARING

Intent to Dispose of County Owned Property- Former AEP Property
Former AEP Property, 12.378 acres located at 910 Nik Ryan Drive, in the County of
Montgomery, Tax Parcel No. 054-A 4A, Parcel 1D 035574.

The purpose of the public hearing is to hear citizens’ comments on the County’s intent to
dispose of the property, formerly known as the AEP property, located off Nic Ryan Drive
on Shelor Lane.

Jeff Wynn provided the following comments and distributed a copy of his comments to the
Board:

“Comments on the proposed disposal of the former AEP Property, Tax Parcel No. 054-A
4A, Parcel ID 035574.

This is a beautiful, unique property consisting of field, fencrow and forest.
If you haven't seen this parcel, it isworth a look and a short walk.

1. The property is currently used by about 50-100 County residents per day from the
surrounding community. Google Maps has filled in the paths people are taking to
hike, run, and walk dogs. It is not unusual to see picnickers or kids playing on the
parcel on evenings and weekends. Kids have a safe place to sled in the legacy
sinkholes. Disposal of this property to a private party will directly impact the
quality of life of the entire community. See attached screen capture from Google
Maps.

a. There are few County recreation and open spaces available in the surrounding
area.
b. The existing recreational use seems appropriate and

should require little county spending beyond mowing
biannually

2. The topography and underlying geology are a concern: Buildout will alter
groundwater transport, possibly adversely impacting wells and possibly integrity
of the terrain downslope from the parcel. Since the entire surrounding community
is downslope, any changes to the hydrology potentially adversely impact the entire
surrounding area. The area has already had two sinkholes develop in the downslope
neighborhood in the past several years.

3. Shelor Lane is very narrow road. Any future development plan should consider
improvements to Shelor Lane.

4. It is possible that, like nearby High Knob, this property is in the safety cone for the
expanding Executive Airport.

5. Would it be possible for the Board to postpone any decision regarding this parcel

for enough time to:
a. Consider the public comments regarding the parcel.
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b. Allow members of the surrounding community to attempt to work with the
County and possibly the Town of Blacksburg to see if it would be possible to
annex or exchange the parcel to the existing Nellie's Cave park or otherwise
preserve this property as permanent open space for County residents.

c. Oncedisposed, the recreational and open space useswill, barringspending, be
forever lost.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on this issue.”

Roy Jameson spoke in opposition of selling the property. Mr. Jameson provided
information as to the property being karst terrain and believes it to be unsuitable for
commercial purpose. He also stated the property has numerous sinkholes and hard to find.
He urged the Board to leave it as a park.

Todd Reighley asked those who were in attendance at the Board meeting who oppose the
sale of the land. Approximately 25 people stood in opposition. Mr. Reighley also
addressed the impact to the community if the land is sold. He stated a number of residents
use the park on a daily basis to walk/run/exercise, walk their dogs and to hold events.

Karen Cobum expressed her concerns on how the character of the neighborhood would
change if the land is sold. Ms. Cobum stated this is a safe place for children to run and pay
and a way to get to Nellies Cave Park.

Elizabeth Briggs stated the open space was the main attraction for purchasing her home 15
years ago on Crestwood Drive. The open space allowed for a safe place for her children
to play. Ms. Briggs stated that her property backs up to the county property and there is
concern with the karst terrain and sinkholes. If this property is developed it might
encourage sinkholes.

Ann Groves spoke in opposition to the sale of the former AEP property. Ms. Groves stated
this is the only informal park in the County. She stated there are 100 year old oak trees on
the property that need to be preserved. If the property is sold then they will have lost the
park forever.

Monica Daly stated she has only lived near the former AEP property for one year. During
this time she has spent thousands of dollars due to a sink hole on her property. She believes
the property should be left as a park and use for trails. Ms. Daly stated there has to be an
alternative to selling the property to a developer.

Dave Rhodes stated that the former AEP property is a special piece of property that is one
of the highest points in Blacksburg. Mr. Rhodes urged the Board to visit the lot before
making a decision. He believes the property needs to be preserved as a natural resource.

Emily Alberts stated one of the reasons she purchased her home was because of the open
space/nature park and trail to Nellies Cave Park. The property is used during all seasons,
for berry picking in the summer to sleigh riding in the winter. Ms. Alberts stated that there
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are numerous old oak trees that people use to picnic under and the property is used by many
to look at the stars. She urged the Board to reconsider selling the property.

Lisa Wynn agreed with all the previous comments. Ms. Wynn stated this property is a
wonderful space for children to play and learn about nature. She is passionate about
maintaining the property as open space for future generations.

Kathryn Strickland urged the Board to preserve this property as open space. Ms. Strickland
stated her husband measured the old oak tree on the property and determined it to be
approximately 200 years old. The open space is valuable to her family, friends and the
neighborhood.

Erica Zeigler, speaking on behalf of her brother, asked the Board to keep the land as open
space. Ms. Zeigler stated she will forward pictures of the property to the Board of
Supervisors in order for them to see how the property is beneficial to the neighborhood.

There being no further speakers, the public hearing was closed.

Request for Exemption from Taxation — Blacksburg High School Band Boosters, Inc.
Proposed Ordinance Designating Certain Personal Property Owned by the Blacksburg
High School Band Boosters, Inc., Exempt from Taxation.

The County Attorney explained that the Blacksburg High School Band Boosters has requested
tax exemption for a 2006 Homesteader Trailer that is used to transport Blacksburg High
School marching band equipment and instruments to football games and competitions.
Value of the trailer is assessed at $2,766 and taxed at $70.58. He recommend that the
Band Boosters consider donating the trailer to the School Board which would make the
trailer exempt, thus eliminating the tax liability.

Elizabeth Briggs, President of the Blacksburg High School Band Boosters, addressed the Board
regarding their request. Ms. Briggs indicated that if the Band Boosters donated the trailer to the
School Board then it would become the School Board’s responsibility to upkeep the trailer and
the Band Booster’s would lose control over the trailer.

There being no further speakers, the public hearing was closed.
Request for Exemption from Taxation — New Hope Residential Services Inc.

Proposed Ordinance Designating Certain Personal Property Owned by New Hope
Residential Services, Inc., Exempt from Taxation.
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The New Hope Residential Services has requested tax exemption for a 2013 Chrysler Sports
Van that provides support services for people with developmental disabilities. VValue of the
van is assessed at $17,225 and taxed at $439.24. They are requesting approval retroactive for
the tax year 2014 and that they receive a refund for the taxes paid in 2014 and that in the future
they will be exempt upon completing their application.

Based on the information provided by New Hope Residential Services, they are eligible for
consideration for Personal Property tax exemption designation for the 2013 Chrysler Sports
Van. It appears that the van is used exclusively for charitable or benevolent purposes, making
it eligible for designation. If the Board of Supervisors decides to grant the designation the
2013 Chrysler Sports Van will be tax exempt starting January 1, 2017. According to County
policy, tax exemption cannot be retroactive to any prior year.

There being no speakers, the public hearing was closed.

Amendment to Chapter 3, Entitled Animals

Proposed Ordinance Amending Chapter 3 Entitled Animals of the Code of the County of
Montgomery, Virginia, by Amending Section 3-31 by increasing the compensation for
livestock killed by dogs from not to exceed Four Hundred Dollars per animal to not to
exceed Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars per animal and by eliminating the certification by
Animal Control

The County Attorney explained that the revisions to the ordinance pertaining to Animals is to
comply with state code.

There being no speakers, the public hearing was closed.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Javad Torabinejad addressed the Board regarding the Department of Environmental Quality
(DEQ) Watershed Cleanup Plan. Mr. Torabinejad stated DEQ will host a public meeting on
July 14, 2016 to hear citizen comments on the North Fork and South Fork of the Roanoke River
cleanup plan to address the elimination of bacteria in the watersheds. He urged all residents to
attend.

Sheriff Hank Partin updated the Board on the new Kenwood Radios for the Sheriff’s
Department. He stated the radios have been ordered and Montgomery County is one of the first
agencies in the country to use the new technology. Sheriff Partin also commented on the recent
police officer shootings in Dallas, Texas. He would like to send four members of the County’s
Honor Guard to Texas to attend the funerals of the fallen officers. He requested $2,000 for travel
expenses.

The county has received a request from Virginia Tech Foundation, Inc. to withdraw a
129+/- aces from AFD-7 (Wilson/Den Creek).

The entire properties are identified as Tax Map # 68-A-82 (Parcel ID: 011268), located
at 2210 Ellett Road, and bisected by the Gordon C. Willis Smart Road. The parcel was originally
placed in AFD-7 by Mr. John Lipsey in 1981 and most recently renewed by Ms. Lynn Lipsey,
Executor in 2013 . AFD-7 is scheduled for renewal in 2021.

The Board of Supervisors may allow a landowner to withdraw his property from an AFD
“for good and reasonable cause shown” after receiving recommendations from the AFD
Advisory Committee and the Planning Commission and holding a public hearing. In order to
establish “good and reasonable cause shown”, the county uses the following 5 criteria:

(1) The proposed new land use will not have an adverse effect upon farming and
forestry operations in the remaining balance of the district or in any other nearby
district;

(2) The proposed new land use is in compliance with the comprehensive plan;

(3) The proposed new land use is in the public interest of the county (i.e., promotes
the health, safety or general welfare of the public) and not solely to serve the
private interests of the landowner requesting withdrawal;

(4) The new land use is being proposed because of special manmade or natural
features of the land in question, such as proximity to a railroad mainline for a
warehouse use or the existence of [land] containing high quality, high output
natural springs for a brewery use;

(5) The proposed new land use was not anticipated by the landowner at the time he or
she placed their property in the district. However, there has been a change in
conditions or circumstances since that time.

The tentative schedule for this process is as follows:
January- AFD Advisory Committee meeting, discussion, and recommendation
February 8" - Planning Commission hearing, discussion, and recommendation
February 27"- Board of Supervisors public hearing

A resolution referring VT Foundation’s request to withdraw a portion of property from
AFD-7 to the AFD Advisory Committee and Planning Commission is attached.

Attachments
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Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan

All Grantees must commit to minimizing project-related displacement and the hardships
it imposes. The statutory and regulatory requirements of this commitment assure that
individuals who are displaced or relocated because of project activity are fairly and fully
compensated, and LMI dwelling units demolished or converted to non-LMI dwelling uses
are replaced. Prior to signing a contract with DHCD, the Grantee must formally adopt,
make public, and certify to DHCD that it is following a Residential Anti-Displacement
and Relocation Assistance Plan. The Grantee must also certify that it will minimize
displacement of persons as a result of assisted activities.

1. Regardless of whether displacement or conversion to non-LMI residential use is
planned as part of the project, the plan must include, at a minimum, the following:

a. Provision for one-for-one replacement of any LMI dwelling units demolished or
converted to any other use as a result of this project;

b. Provision for relocation benefits to any households displaced as a result of this
project;

c. A description of the proposed assisted activity;

d. Steps the jurisdiction will take to minimize the displacement of persons from their
homes;

e. The complaint and appeals process; and

f. An adopted housing standard defining an unoccupiable or uninhabitable house as
a dwelling unit that does not meet local building codes and cannot be rehabilitated
to meet code for $25,000 or less.

2. Projects including displacement, relocation, conversion or demolition must include all
information listed above, as well as the following elements in their Anti-
Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan:

a. The location (mapped) and size (by number of bedrooms) of each dwelling unit
that will be demolished or converted to a use other than as an LMI dwelling unit
as a direct result of the assisted activity;

b. A time schedule for the commencement and completion of the demolition or
conversion;

c. The location (mapped) and size of units (by number of bedrooms) that will be
provided as replacement dwelling units;





d. The source of funding and a time schedule for the provision of replacement
dwelling units;

e. The policy that any fixed moving expense and dislocation allowance will be based
upon the current Federal Home Administration payment schedule;

f. The basis for concluding that each replacement dwelling unit will remain an LMI
dwelling unit for at least 10 years from the date of initial occupancy; and

g. Information demonstrating that any proposed replacement of dwelling units with
smaller dwelling units is consistent with the housing needs of LMI households in
the jurisdiction.

One-For-One Replacement Rule

Projects including housing demolition or conversion must adhere to the "one-for-one
replacement” rule: All occupied and vacant occupiable LMI dwelling units demolished
or converted to any use other than as LMI dwelling units as a result of an assisted project
activity must be replaced with LMI dwelling units. This is not required if Grantee can
document that there are available units available to LMI in the community.

The key elements of this rule are:

1. Replacement LMI units may be provided by any government agency or private
developer.

2. Replacement units must be located within the Grantee's jurisdiction, and to the extent
feasible and consistent with other statutory priorities, the units shall be located in the
same neighborhoods as the units replaced.

3. Replacement units must be comparable in size and number to those units demolished
or converted so that at least the same number of individuals can be housed in the
replacement units. Replacement units must not be smaller than those they replace,
e.g., demolition of one 2-bedroom unit and construction of two 1-bedroom units.

4. Replacement units must be in standard condition.

5. Replacement units may include vacant units that have been raised to standard
condition provided that:

a. No person was displaced from the unit as a result of an assisted project activity,
and

b. The unit was vacant for at least three (3) months before execution of the
agreement between the Grantee and the property owner.





6. Replacement units must initially be made available for occupancy during the period
beginning one (1) year prior to the Grantee's completion and submission of a
Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan to DHCD and
DHCD's approval of such a Plan and ending three (3) years after the commencement
of the demolition or conversion.

7. Replacement units must be designed to remain as LMI dwelling units for at least ten
(10) years from the date of initial occupancy. Replacement units may include public
housing or existing housing receiving Section 8 assistance under the Housing Act of
1937.

Under certain narrowly defined circumstances, a Grantee may request and be granted a
waiver, by HUD, of the one-for-one replacement rule. For more information on waiver
requirements, contact your DHCD Community Development Specialist.

These elements point to the necessity of having complete information on the current
housing stock and market in the locality. This information must be available for use and
incorporated in drafting the Plan, prior to contracting with DHCD.





RESIDENTIAL ANTI-DISPLACEMENT AND RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PLAN
CERTIFICATION

Montgomery County will replace all occupied and vacant occupiable
low/moderate-income dwelling units demolished or converted to a use other than as
low/moderate income dwelling unit as a direct result of activities assisted with funds
provided under the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended. All
replacement housing will be provided within three (3) years of the commencement of the
demolition or rehabilitation relating to conversion.

Before obligating or expending funds that will directly result in such demolition or
conversion, Montgomery County will make public and advise the state that it is
undertaking such an activity and will submit to the state, in writing, information that
identifies:

1. A description of the proposed assisted activity;

2. The general location on a map and approximate number of dwelling units by size
(number of bedrooms) that will be demolished or converted to a use other than as
low/moderate-income dwelling units as a direct result of the assisted activity;

3. A time schedule for the commencement and completion of the demolition or
conversion;

4. The general location on a map and approximate number of dwelling units by size
(number of bedrooms) that will be provided as replacement dwelling units;

5. The source of funding and a time schedule for the provision of replacement dwelling
units;

6. The basis for concluding that each replacement dwelling unit will remain a
low/moderate-income dwelling unit for at least 10 years from the date of initial
occupancy; and

7. Information demonstrating that any proposed replacement of dwelling units with
smaller dwelling units is consistent with the housing needs of low- and moderate-
income households in the jurisdiction.





Montgomery County will provide relocation assistance to each low/moderate — income
household displace by the demolition of housing or by the direct result of assisted
activities. Such assistance shall be that provided under Section 104 (d) of the Housing
and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, or the Uniform Relocation
Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended.

Montgomery County FY 16 project includes the following activities:

- Design and construction of commercial incubator kitchen, farm to table
restaurant, and local craft brewery

- Design and implementation of a business competition and support services

- Design and construction of retail market for local food entrepreneurs to sell
product

- Exterior, parking lot, and landscape improvements to site

- Construction of 16 new rental units for a mix of incomes

The activities as planned will not cause any displacement from or conversion of
occupiable structures. As planned, the project calls for the use of existing right-of-way or
easements to be purchased or the acquisition of tracts of land that do not contain housing.
Montgomery County will work with the grant management staff, engineers, project area
residents, and the Department of Housing and Community Development to insure that
any changes in project activities do not cause any displacement from or conversion of
occupiable structures.

In all cases, an occupiable structure will be defined as a dwelling that meets local
building codes or a dwelling that can be rehabilitated to meet code for $25,000 or less.

The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors designates as its Section 3 Business and
Employment Project Area the County of Montgomery.

The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors, its contractors, and designated third parties
shall in utilizing Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds utilize businesses
and lower income residents of the County in carrying out all activities, to the greatest extent
feasible.

In awarding contracts for construction, non-construction, materials, and supplies the
Montgomery County, its contractors, and designated third parties shall take the following
steps to utilize businesses which are located in or owned in substantial part by persons
residing in the County:

(@ The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors shall identify the
contracts required to conduct the CDBG activities.

(b) The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors shall identify through
various and appropriate sources including:

The Roanoke Times and The Burgs

the business concerns within the County which are likely to provide construction
contracts, non-construction contracts, materials, and services which will be utilized in
the activities funded through the CDBG.

(c) The identified contractors and suppliers shall be included on bid lists used to obtain
bids, quotes or proposals for work or procurement contracts which utilize CDBG funds.

(d) To the greatest extent feasible the identified business and any other project area
business concerns shall be utilized in activities which are funded with CDBG funds.

The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors and its contractors and subcontractors shall
take the following steps to encourage the hiring of lower income persons residing in the
County:

(@ The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors in consultation with its contractors
(including design professionals) shall ascertain the types and number of positions for
both trainees and employees which are likely to be used to conduct CDBG activities.

(b) The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors shall advertise through the following
sources

The Roanoke Times and The Burgs






the availability of such positions with the information on how to apply.

(c) The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors, its contractors, and subcontractors
shall be required to maintain a record of inquiries and applications by project area
residents who respond to advertisements, and shall maintain a record of the status of
such inquires and applications.

(d) To the greatest extent feasible, the Montgomery County Board of Supervisors, its
contractors, and subcontractors shall hire lower income project area residents in filling
training and employment positions necessary for implementing activities funded by the
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG).

5. In order to document compliance with the above affirmative actions and Section 3 of the
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, the Montgomery County
Board of Supervisors shall keep, and obtain from its contractors and subcontractors,
Registers of Contractors, Subcontractors and Suppliers and Registers of Assigned Employees
for all activities funded by the CDBG. Such listings shall be completed and shall be verified
by site visits and employee interviews, crosschecking of payroll reports and invoices, and
through audits if necessary.

Section 504 Grievance Procedure

Montgomery County has adopted an internal grievance procedure providing for prompt and
equitable resolution of complaints alleging any action prohibited by the Department of Housing
and Urban Development's (HUD) (24 CFR 8.53(b) implementing Section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794). Section 504 states, in part, that "no otherwise qualified
handicapped individual . . . shall solely by reason of his handicap, be excluded from the
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or
activity receiving federal financial assistance. . .."

Complaints should be addressed to: F. Craig Meadows, County Administrator, 755 Roanoke
Street, Suite 2E, Christiansburg, VA, 24073, 540-382-6954), who has been designated to
coordinate Section 504 compliance efforts.

1. A complaint should be filed in writing or verbally contain the name and address of the
person filing it, and briefly describe the alleged violation of the regulations.

2. A complaint should be filed within seven (7) after the complainant becomes aware of the
alleged violation. (Processing of allegations of discrimination occurring before this
grievance procedure was in place will be considered on a case-by-case basis.)

3. An investigation, as may be appropriate, shall follow a filing of a complaint. The
investigation will be conducted by Craig Meadows. These rules contemplate informal but
thorough investigations, affording all interested persons and their representatives, if any,
an opportunity to submit evidence relevant to a complaint. Under 24 CFR 8.53(b),
Montgomery County need not process complaints from applicants for employment or from
applicants for admission to housing.

4. A written determination as to the validity of the complaint and description of resolution, if
any, shall be issued by Craig Meadows and a copy forwarded to the complainant no later
than fourteen (14) days after its filing.

5. The Section 504 coordinator shall maintain the files and records of Montgomery County
relating to the complaints filed.

6. The complainant can request a reconsideration of the case in instances where he or she is
dissatisfied with the resolution. The request for reconsideration should be made within
seven (7) days to Craig Meadows.

7. The right of a person to a prompt and equitable resolution of the complaint filed hereunder
shall not be impaired by the person's pursuit of other remedies such as the filing of a Section
504 complaint with the Department of Housing and Urban Development. Utilization of
this grievance procedure is not a prerequisite to the pursuit of other remedies.





8. These rules shall be construed to protect the substantive rights of interested persons, to
meet appropriate due process standards and to assure that Montgomery County complies
with Section 504 and the HUD regulations.
