(VSMP Permit) Coverage is 
Required unless exempted 

under County Code Sec. 8-72. 
Certain linear development 

projects may also meet 
criteria for exemption.

Is this activity a part 
of a “common plan 
of development or 
sale” that exceeds 

one acre ?
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Will the  project 
disturb one acre  or 

more of land 
including laydown 
and borrow/waste 

sites?

Is this activity on an 
individual lot in a 

residential 
development?

Activity Requires Erosion and 
Sediment Control (ESC)  Plan.

Does Not Require Permit 
Coverage. 

The activity may still 
require the Responsible 

Party to employ measures 
to prevent pollutant 

discharges.

Is this activity a 
single family 

detached dwelling, 
addition, accessory 

structure?

Land-disturbing on individual 
lots or by different property 

owners in sections of a 
residential development shall be 

covered by an ESC plan or an 
"Agreement in Lieu of a Plan" 
signed by the property owner.

A SWM Plan, ESC Plan, 
SWPPP, Construction 

General Permit Coverage 
and a County LDP is 

required. A CGP 
Registration Statement is 

required.
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No CGP Registration 
Statement is required for SFD 

projects. Eligible for BOTH 
agreement in lieu of an ESC 

plan AND in lieu Stowmwater 
Management Plan at the 
discretion of the County. 

A SWPPP and a LDP is 
Required. A site 

evaluation will determine 
the water quantity and 

quality requirements for 
any SWM and ESC in lieu 

agreements.

An ESC Plan and County 
LDP is Required.
