Registration & Deadlines

e Register at our office, by mail, by phone, or
online. Participants must register with the
recreation department hosting the activity.

e Trips and tours list a pick-up and return time for
the activity. Please note that all return times are
approximate.

e Adeadline is set to secure tickets and program
supplies. If the minimum number of participants
is not met, an activity will be cancelled.

e If an activity is full at the time of inquiry,
individuals may be placed on the wait list.
